From the Pastor’s Desk,

FOLLOW THE TEACHINGS OF JESUS

Some members of other churches usually accuse the Catholics of
being ignorant of the Bible, sinners, and idolaters. Such statements
smack of falsehood against the Catholics. The truth is that we
read the Bible daily and are taught not to sin. We are told to
keep the commandments of God before him there is no other.
However, despite the teachings and doctrines of the holy mother
Church, mater et magistra, we continuously experience sin in our
lives at individual, ecclesial and national levels. So, we ask: From
where do the evils we do come? Well, the teachings of the Church
(see Catechism of the Catholic Church, #1730-1733) show that
God endowed human beings with free will at creation. That dis-
poses us to freely choose to know, love and serve him or decide
not to. We can equally choose to do good or do evil at any time.
But we must know that each has its own corresponding conse-
quences. Thus, the first reading of today uncovers the truth that
what we choose is clearly our own: fire or water; death or life. It
points out that the Lord sets his eyes on those who look up to
him. That should be an attractive option to choose to do good,
right? In the gospel, Jesus continues his teachings on the mount.
He introduces new perspectives on what we should do and how
we should think as children of God in spite of what we have been
taught. Those teachings resonate with his call to repentance. He
points out the continuity of the law and the prophets until their
fulfilments. He directs us not to be angry with our brethren nor
use false and abusive words on them; and to seek reconciliation
with them. He recommends purity of heart instead of lust, and to
avoid divorce unless on unlawful marriages. Jesus wants us to
always speak the truth. “Let your 'Yes' mean 'Yes,' and your 'No'
mean 'No." Anything more is from the evil one." Let us choose
and follow the way of the Master Jesus as his new teachings reveal
to us the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven.

SIGUE LAS ENSENANZAS DE JESUS

Algunos miembros de otras iglesias suelen acusar a los catolicos
de ignorar la Biblia, de pecadores e idolatras. Tales declaraciones
huelen a falsedad contra los catdlicos. La verdad es que leemos la
Biblia a diario y nos ensefian a no pecar. Se nos dice que guarde-
mos los mandamientos de Dios ante El, no hay otro. Sin embargo,
a pesar de las ensefianzas y doctrinas de la santa madre Iglesia,
mater et magistra, experimentamos continuamente el pecado en
nuestras vidas a nivel individual, eclesial y nacional. Por lo tanto,
nos preguntamos: ¢De donde vienen los males que hacemos?
Bueno, las ensefianzas de la Iglesia (véase Catecismo de la Iglesia
Catdlica, #1730-1733) muestran que Dios dotd a los seres humanos
con libre voluntad en la creacion. Eso nos dispone a elegir libre-
mente a conocerlo, amarlo y servirlo o decidir no hacerlo. Igual-
mente podemos elegir hacer el bien o hacer el mal en cualquier
momento. Pero debemos saber que cada uno tiene sus propias
consecuencias correspondientes. Asi, la primera lectura de hoy
revela la verdad de que lo que elegimos es claramente nuestro:
fuego o agua; la muerte o la vida. Sefiala que el Sefior pone sus
ojos en aquellos que lo admiran. Esa deberia ser una opcion atrac-
tiva para elegir hacer el bien, ¢verdad?  En el evangelio, Jeslis
continua sus ensefianzas en el monte. Introduce nuevas perspecti-
vas sobre lo que debemos hacer y como debemos pensar como
hijos de Dios a pesar de lo que nos han ensefiado. Esas ensefianzas
resuenan con su llamamiento al arrepentimiento. Sefiala la conti-
nuidad de la ley y de los profetas hasta sus cumplimientos. Nos
dirige a no enojarnos con nuestros hermanos ni usar palabras
falsas y abusivas contra ellos, y buscar la reconciliacion con ellos.
Recomienda la pureza de corazén en lugar de la lujuria, y evitar
el divorcio a menos que se trate de matrimonios ilegales. Jests
quiere que siempre digamos la verdad. “Digan simplemente si,
cuando es si; y no, cuando es no. Lo que se diga de mads, viene del
maligno”. Elijamos y sigamos el camino del Maestro Jestis mien-
tras sus nuevas ensefianzas nos revelan los misterios del reino de
los cielos.
