magazine that you buy features it on the front cover!

However depending on what date you have chosen to say ‘I Do’ available wedding
blooms generally change for each month. More times than not a wedding date 1s in
place and it can be overwhelming and often a little upsetting for brides-to-be to find
out that their dream wedding flower 1sn’t going to be available. It’s important to do a
little research before getting your heart set on certain wedding flowers, and talking
to your floral designer 1s by far the best way to access accurate information on
seasonality and available wedding flowers for your day.

Sometimes 1mported wedding flowers are also available, and certainly we are
experiencing a lot more access to global flower lines, but whatever the bloom,
wherever it grows, it still has a season, and while 1importing can seem like a valid
option, 1t comes at an increased cost and still doesn’t guarantee that you can access
your must have wedding flower. Mother nature, regardless of the country, stills
reigns supreme with what blooms when, and for how long!
