
PIEDMONT LGA 2 DAY RINGER TOURNAMENT – 8/9/25 – 8/10/2025 

 

Format:  Two-Day Ringer Tournament. Individual Stroke Play. Full Handicap (100%).  Best gross and 
net scores from both days on each hole 

Start Times:  Saturday, AUGUST 9th - 10:00AM SHOTGUN START  & Sunday, AUGUST 10th 
**projected 9:00AM SHOTGUN START 

 Scoring for both Days: 

• Saturday - Enter all gross scores on the paper scorecard.  One person in each group enters 
all scores in Golf Genius. (Saturday is a postable round) 

• Sunday - Enter gross scores for all holes completed on the paper scorecard. One person in 
each group enters all scores in Golf Genius. If a hole is not completed (if player picks up 
because Saturday's score was better), enter an "X" instead of the score.  (If a player has any 
"X's" on their scorecard - it is a non-postable round) 

Final Ringer Score:  

• Final score is the player's best score from either day on each hole.  Pro Shop will review all 
scorecards and review Golf Genius. 

SCOREKEEPING: 

• Each player is responsible for knowing what her score is on each hole. Each player must 
review her own scorecard hole-by-hole to confirm accuracy.  For Sunday, please check 
Saturday's score on each hole so you know what score you could improve on Sunday. 

• Each player in a group should initial their own scorecard and the scorecard on the other 
player's score they are keeping (as a marker). 

• Players will exchange their scorecard with another player in the group; but a player needs to 
keep their own score as well so you can confirm the accuracy of your official scorecard. 

PAYOUTS FOR WINNERS (PRO SHOP CREDIT)-  

The field will be split into two flights based on handicaps - the lowest 13 handicaps in one flight and 
highest 13 handicaps in another flight (we have 26 players total). Each flight will pay out 1st/$45; 
2nd/$35; 3rd/$25 Gross & Net AND the OVERALL WINNERS - ONE LOW GROSS & ONE LOW NET 
- receive an extra $30 each.  The OVERALL WINNERS - GROSS & NET can come from either 
flight.  (so OVERALL LOW GROSS gets $75 ($45+$30) and OVERALL LOW NET gets 
$75($45+$30)). 

 

SKILLS CHALLENGE(PRO SHOP CREDIT): 

Closest to the Pin - ALL PAR 3s - BOTH DAYS - $15 each/pro shop credit

~ Walking or riding:  All players need to let the Pro Shop know whether they are riding or walking    

All players will gather in the front near the flagpole by: 9:35 am sharp for the rules review   

Lunch immediately following the round in the Bistro.

A FEW OTHER ITEMS -  

• There will be a Rules Review at approximately 9:35am.  THIS IS REQUIRED FOR ALL 
PLAYERS TO ATTEND; NOT OPTIONAL.   You will not be late getting to your starting hole; 
this is not an excuse to skip the Rules Review.  

• There will be a Rules Sheet that either Jackson or Brady will hand out and review during 
announcements/rules review.  

• We will NOT use white painted drop zones on any holes for either day of the Ringer 
Tournament.  On Hole 13, the green mat is still an option for a drop zone; but a player 
cannot drop on the other side of the hazard where the white circle has been recently. 

• If you have a Rules question please call the Pro Shop and ask for Jackson. 

• Unfortunately, the course will be cart path only tomorrow.  The superintendent will make a 
decision maybe not until Sunday morning about whether Sunday is cart path only.    

• Sunday's start time is projected to be back to 9:00AM shotgun; but that decision will be 
finalized Saturday morning and Jackson will let us know. 

• Players can walk or ride each day.  You must let the Pro Shop know whether you are walking 
or riding.
