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ARTICLE I

NAME

A.
The name of the organization shall be the Florida Goldcoast Chapter, a 
Chapter chartered to be in the Southeast Section of The Ninety-Nines Inc., 
International Organization of Women Pilots, hereafter 
referred to as the 
Chapter.

ARTICLE II 

PURPOSE AND POLICIES 
A.
The object and purpose of the Florida Goldcoast Chapter shall be to 
engage in strictly educational, charitable and/or scientific activities and 
purpose,  as stated in the International Bylaws, and particularly to promote 
and support  aeronautical science and aviation activities.
B.
Policy:  The Chapter shall govern itself, initiate its own Bylaws, and             

           formulate its own policies that are not inconsistent with the International 

           policies.

ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP and TERMINATION
A.
Rules for membership and the classification of members shall be as stated 


in the International Bylaws and Standing Rules of the Ninety-Nines, Inc.
B.
Pilots with current dues paid to The International Ninety-Nines Inc., and 
Southeast Section shall be members of the Florida Goldcoast Chapter 

upon 
request.
C.
Members shall be entitled to attend meetings, hold office and vote.  
Chapter members may attend meetings of the Southeast Section and 
International Conventions.  A Chapter member is eligible to be elected or 
appointed as delegate to the International Convention.

D.
Termination or resignation of membership shall be in accordance with 

           procedures as stated in the International Bylaws and Standing Rules. 
ARTICLE IV

FISCAL AND DUES
A.
The fiscal year of the Chapter shall coincide with the fiscal year of the 


International Ninety-Nines, Inc.
B.
Dues:


a)
Chapter dues may be voted by majority vote of the members 
present and voting at a regular meeting provided written notice that such 
action is to be considered has been given each member at least ten days 
prior to the meeting.


b)
Dues will become payable at a time determined by a majority  vote 
of the members present and voting or by the Chapter’s Board of Directors.


c)
Should a member leave the Chapter or resign her Ninety-Nines 
membership mid-year, any dues paid shall not be refunded. 

ARTICLE V

OFFICERS AND ELECTIONS
The elected officers of the Florida Cold Coast Chapter shall consist of the Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer.

A.
Duties

a.
CHAPTER CHAIRMAN shall preside at all meetings, appoint 
committees, represent and be the spokesman for the Chapter, carry out 
the majority wishes of the membership, oversee the responsibilities of all 
other officers and chairmen and perform duties customarily pertaining to 
the office.


b.
VICE CHAIRMAN shall assist the Chapter Chairman, preside in her 
absence and shall become Chapter Chairman when a vacancy in office 
arises.  She shall also be a chairman of at least one committee.

c.
SECRETARY  shall keep minutes of all 
meetings and perform 
duties customarily pertaining to the office.   She shall keep and bring to 


meetings the meeting sign-in book.  

d.
TREASURER shall be the custodian of all funds, deposit funds in 
accounts in the name of the Goldcoast Chapter, maintain records 
according to 
fiscally accepted practices suitable for annual audit and 
perform duties customarily pertaining to the office.  Note:  The annual 
audit shall be a financial review of all fiscal records to be conducted by 
three members of  the Chapter appointed by the Chapter Chairman.
B.
Elections shall be held in the Spring prior to June 1 every other year. Ballots shall be mailed at least 30 days in advance if more than one person is nominated for a position.  Elections shall be by voice vote at a meeting where the slate is presented and only one person is nominated for each position. 
a. The Nominating Committee shall consist of 3 members which shall 

be elected by majority vote at a regular chapter meeting held at least 3 months prior of each election year.  The Nominating Committee shall elect its chairman.


b.
The Nominating Committee shall report at the meeting held in the 
Spring of the election years.  Additional nominations from the floor shall be 
held.


c.
Officers shall be elected by majority vote.


d.
Qualifications:  Officers and nominating committee members 
shall 
be members of The Ninety-Nines, Inc. for at least 12 months and 
members of the Florida Goldcoast Chapter for at least 6 months at the 
time the term begins and shall serve no more than two consecutive terms 
in the 
same 
position.  The Chapter Chairman shall be a member of the 
Goldcoast Chapter at least 12 months.  The Nominating Committee may 
include two former chairmen and the current chairman.

e.
The newly elected officers shall assume office on June 1st and shall 


hold office for two years or until their successors are elected. 

f.
Vacancies shall be filled for the unexpired term by appointment 
of the Chapter Chairman with approval by the Board of Directors, except 
the office of Chapter Chairman to which the Vice Chairman shall succeed.  
Unexcused absence, non-performance of duties, or inability to serve shall 
be considered a vacancy by vote of the Board of Directors

g.
An officer of the Chapter may resign her office by submitting a letter 
of resignation to the Chairman.
ARTICLE VI
MEETINGS

A.
Regular Meetings shall be held at the discretion of the board with a minimum of 10 days notice. The date, hour and location shall be determined by the Chapter Chairman and approved by the Board of Directors. The annual meeting shall be held in the Spring for the declaration of election, reports of officers and committees, appointment of delegates to International 
Convention and any other business that may arise.

B.
Special Meetings may be called by the Chapter Chairman or by 5 
members with at least 10 days notice to each member.  In the call for a 
special meeting, the exact purpose of the meeting shall be stated and no 
other business shall be transacted

C.
Quorum:  Twenty percent (20%) of the members in good standing shall 

constitute a quorum for the transaction of business for that meeting.  
NOTE:  As an alternative, seven (7) members shall constitute a quorum 
for the transaction of business at a meeting.
ARTICLE VII
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

A.
Board of Directors shall consist of  a Chapter Chairman, Vice 
Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer, immediate Past Chairman and two 
members who may be committee chairs.  The Board of Directors shall 
govern the Chapter between meetings, have duties and powers 
designated to it in these Bylaws, Certificate of Incorporation and by the 
parliamentary authority, and carry out the collective wishes of the 
membership.

B.
Board Meetings shall be at least one meeting a year with a minimum 
of 10 days notice.  The Board may meet electronically; and they may 
transact business by electronic or postal mail to be ratified at the next 
meeting.  Board meetings shall be open to chapter members.

C.
Special Board Meetings shall be at the call of the Chapter 
Chairman or 
2 board members with a minimum of 5 days notice.

D.
Quorum shall consist of a majority of the board members
ARTICLE VIII
COMMITTEEES

A.
Standing committees shall be Membership and others designated in the 
Standing Rules.  The Chair of the Committees shall be appointed by the 
Chapter Chairman 
with approval of the Board of Directors.  The Chapter 
Chairman shall be 
an ex-officio member of all committees.  
Special 
Committees may be appointed as necessary.  Committee Chairman 
shall make annual reports.
ARTICLE IX
INDEMNIFICATION

A.
No part of the net earnings shall inure to the benefit of any private 
individual or officer.  The private property of the members shall not be 
subject to corporate debt.

ARTCLE X
 AMENDMENTS

A.
These Bylaws may be amended at the annual meeting, or any Chapter meeting or by mailed ballot by two/thirds of those who vote provided that the amendment or revision shall have been submitted to each member at least 30 days prior to the vote.  In the case of conflict, The Ninety-Nines, Inc. International Bylaws shall prevail.
B.
Standing Rules may be amended by majority vote of the membership at a 
meeting with previous notice, or by two-thirds (2/3) vote without previous 
notice.

ARTICLE XI
PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

A.
Rules contained in the latest edition of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly 
Revised shall govern this Chapter in all cases to which they are applicable 
and in which 
they are not inconsistent with these bylaws and any special 
rules of order the Chapter may adopt.
ARTICLE XII
DISSOLUTION

A.
In the event of the dissolution of the Florida Goldcoast Chapter, the 
International Bylaws shall govern provided the funds remaining after 
payment of its obligations shall be distributed in accordance with the 
International Bylaws and these bylaws and provisions in Section 501 (C) 
(3) of the current Internal 
Revenue Service Code.

FLORIDA GOLDCOAST CHAPTER
STANDING RULES
A.
CHAPTER CHAIRMAN shall preside at Chapter and board meetings, 
initiate the chapter calendar, oversee all other officers and chairmen in 
the performance of their duties, communicate with international 
headquarters and committee chairmen, submit officer names by  June 1 to 
headquarters for the Membership Directory, submit a chapter report to 
Florida Southeast Section at each Section meeting, represent the 
Goldcoast Chapter at all times or 
may appoint her representative., 
Chapter Chairman may serve as 
delegate and appoint delegates to fill 
vacancies to International Conventions.
B.
VICE CHAIRMAN shall assist the Chapter Chairman and be chairman of 
at least one or more committees.
C.
SECRETARY shall keep the minutes of meetings, update officer and 
committee lists, bylaws and standing rules in a timely manner and keep 
and bring roll book to all meetings.

D.
TREASURER shall deposit funds in a bank account in the name of the 
Goldcoast Chapter bearing the signature of the Treasurer and/or 
Chairman, apply the sales tax exemption certificate when applicable, keep 
accurate records, provide a Treasurer’s report at each meeting with an 
itemized list of all chapter income/expenses, chair the budget committee, 
present the budget and file required forms.

E.
 DIRECTORS shall assist the Chairman and Board of Directors as 
needed. 

F.
DELEGATES of the chapter shall be members appointed or elected to serve on a chapter delegation to the international and Section business meetings, cast 
the Goldcoast Chapter votes and make a report to the chapter upon 
return.

G.
COMMITTEE CHAIRMEN shall carry out and make an annual report on 
their assignment, coordinate with members, Chapter Chairman, 
comparable Section Chairman and International Committee Chairman.  
Special committees shall be appointed as necessary.
H.
COMMITTEES


1.
AVIATION ACTIVITIES shall coordinate and arrange such events 


and activities as Poker Run, Spot Landing, Fly-Ins, Contests, 


Airmarking, etc.


2.
AUDIT Committee of three members shall perform and report an 


annual audit.  The Chapter audit shall include financial reports, 


profit and loss statements, bank and securities statements, income 


tax returns and all other documents that reflect the financial 



condition of the Chapter.

3.
EXHIBITS & EVENT Chairman shall maintain the exhibits and 


coordinate events with other associations.


4.
LEGAL Chairman shall receive and maintain official documents.


5.
MEMBERSHIP Chairman shall issue membership applications to 


women pilots, contact prospective student and licensed pilots and 


promote membership drives.  Give bylaws, chapter member contact 

lists, brochures, etc., to new members. 
6.
NOMINATING COMMITTEE shall seek candidates and report a slate of candidates for each position that have agreed to hold office in the at least 3 months prior of election year.  The Nominating Committee Chairman shall prepare and mail a ballot to each member containing all candidates with a write-in space for each open position with official envelope marked return to the Teller sometime prior to June 1 in consideration of deadlines to submit results of elections to Membership Directory.  A voice vote at a general meeting is acceptable if only one person is nominated per office.

7.
NEWSLETTER EDITOR shall notify members of meetings.


8.
99 NEWS REPORTER/PUBLIC RELATIONS & PUBLICITY shall 


compile articles and report to the 
Ninety-Nines News Editor and 


prepare and send announcements of events to media and other 


associations.


9.
SCHOLARSHIP Chairman shall encourage and assist members to 


apply for scholarships and to submit applications to the Southeast 


Section in accordance with rules and deadlines specified by 



International Scholarships.

a. Fran Sargent Scholarship: Two to three Florida Goldcoast Chapter members shall be trustees of the Fran Sargent Scholarship Fund.  They shall oversee the management of the funds and the operation of the scholarship committee.  A separate committee shall select the recipients.


10.
SCRAPBOOK, ASSESSIONS, CHAPTER PROPERTY Chairman 


shall record significant milestones, be custodian of photos, 



equipment, memorabilia, etc. and keep inventory and location of 


chapter property.


11.
STUDENT PILOT: (Associate Members) Chairman shall mentor 


student pilots and prospective members to encourage attaining a 


pilot license and give notice of meetings.

12.
TELLERS: Chapter Chairman shall appoint two tellers to count ballots.  In the event that more than one person is nominated for each position and a mail-in ballot is needed, the Tellers shall receive ballots in official ballot envelopes, count and report the ballot counts to the Chapter Chairman.  The Chapter Chairman shall announce the winners at the next meeting or before the next meeting at her discretion.  She may notify the winners after the ballots are counted.

13.
SECTION MEETING HOST CHAIRMAN shall arrange the venue 



and coordinate the events for Southeast Section business meetings 


with the Governor.  The Section meetings shall be hosted by 


rotation of chapters within Southeast Section, approximately every 


four years.
