This will allow our Club to 
provide workforce development training, transition 
support for dual enrollment into technical certificate 
and degree programs, and a pathway to acceptance 
into Ogeechee Technical College with a guarantee to 
graduate 100% FREE. 

Our results speak for themselves. On average, our 
students score 1.3-grade levels higher in Math and 
1.6-grade levels higher in Language Arts than their 
similar peers. In addition, our students achieve a 98% 
graduation/promotion rate each year. Again, our Boys 
and Girls Club of Bulloch County leads the state in 
these statistics. We could not provide this level of 
programming to the children and youth of this commu-
nity if it were not for donors like you! Our special events 
throughout the year have been wonderful, and we 
cannot say enough how grateful we are to each and 
every person who donated and helped to make these 
events such a success, but these alone aren't enough.

Every afternoon that the students 
visit the club they take part in small group 
learning that is geared toward social emotional 
development as well as have the opportunity to 
see a mental health counselor one on one.

Social emotional learning is essential in helping 
to improve academic performance as well as 
building character. Social Emotional Learning is 
an educational concept different than the core
school subjects as it tailored to teaching 
students about feelings, and how to understand 
and communicate with one another.

Mr. Perris, Ms. Emma, and Ms. 
Kalie, counselors from The 
Camilla Foundation, spend four
afternoons a week with our 
students at the club. Interacting 
with the kids, getting to know 
each one of them while they are 
in their small groups, and being a 
safe space for the students to
come and talk are some of their 
favorite parts of being at the club.

97% of our children say that 
adults at the club listen and 
understand what they have to say. 
We hope through this partnership 
between the 21 st Century 
Learning Center and The Camilla
Foundation that students 
continue to find the club a safe 
and positive environment.
