The Governing Board for the Solano Winds Community Concert Band has voted unanimously to cancel
their 2020-2021 season. The global pandemic has had many local ramifications. The priority of the organization is
to protect the health of all members of the community. In addition to the health of their members and patrons,
Solano Winds also has no access to rehearsal or performance venues. This means the Solano Winds will not have
any rehearsals or performances until August 2021. This decision however could be amended toward an earlier or
later date depending on updates from Solano County health officials.

Solano Winds has successfully secured The Clubhouse at Rancho Solano for their “Season 25 Gala” on
May 14, 2022. After yet another rescheduling, they now look forward even more to celebrating their heritage and
resilience with the community at the end of their next season.

These decisions by the Governing Board did not come easily since our members and patrons consider
their involvement with the Solano Winds a significant part of their quality of life. Solano Winds musicians will
miss gathering with their community and look forward to the day when they can once again come together to
make music.

Solano Winds musicians are continuing to produce recordings from some of the organization’s smaller
ensembles.
