
Statement of Faith 

The Bible 
We believe the Bible is the inspired, inerrant Word of God and the final authority for all faith and 
practice. We use the King James Version as our official translation. 

God

We believe Christians should live holy lives, separated from sinful practices and false doctrine, 
maintaining a godly testimony in the world.

We believe in the imminent return of Christ to rapture His church before the Tribulation. Christ 
will later return to establish His Millennial Kingdom. The saved will enjoy eternal life; the lost will 
face eternal punishment.
