Her track “Water Tower Johnny
Cash” first gained traction on TikTok, earning more than 12
million views and catching the attention of producers

from The Voice. She later joined Season 28 as part of
Team Reba McEntire.

“There’s nothing like the experience of playing live, and I'm
ready to do a lot more of it,” says Kennedy. “I've been
building this one song and one show at a time, and signing
with WME gives me the opportunity to reach more fans
and get out in front of new crowds. I’'m really excited for
what’s ahead.”

Since her appearance on The Voice, has gained 205,000
followers on TikTok and 110,000 on Instagram, generating
over 100 million impressions. In Minnesota, Kennedy
peformed across the state while still sharing her
songwriting online.

Kennedy is represented for management by Nick

Groff and Michele Ronzon at Rare Society. She will hit
the road starting this May for a run of live shows through
August, with more dates to be announced. MR
