I Diligently attend and submit to the word and all ordinances committed to his administration and
dispensed by his ministerial authority, with ready obedience in the Lord
A. Proof texts

[1 Corinthians 4:1]- Let a man regard us in this manner, as servants of Christ and stewards
of the mysteries of God.

[2 Corinthians 5:18, 20]- Now all these things are from God, who reconciled us to Himself
through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation, Therefore, we are ambassadors
for Christ, as though God were making an appeal through us; we beg you on behalf of
Christ, be reconciled to God.

[Galatians 4:14]- and that which was a trial to you in my bodily condition you did not
despise or loathe, but you received me as an angel of God, as Christ Jesus Himself.

[2 Thessalonians 3:14]- If anyone does not obey our instruction in this letter, take special
note of that person and do not associate with him, so that he will be put to shame.

[Hebrews 13:7, 17]- Remember those who led you, who spoke the word of God to you; and
considering the result of their conduct, imitate their faith. Obey your leaders and submit to
them, for they keep watch over your souls as those who will give an account. Let them do this
with joy and not with grief, for this would be unprofitable for you.

B. Explanation

1.

Two fold power of dispensing the Word
a. Ability or “Dunamis”

1) [1 Timothy 3.2-7]- An overseer, then, must be above reproach, the husband of one
wife, temperate, prudent, respectable, hospitable, able to teach, not addicted to wine
or pugnacious, but gentle, peaceable, free from the love of money. He must be one
who manages his own household well, keeping his children under control with all
dignity (but if a man does not know how to manage his own household, how will he
take care of the church of God?), and not a new convert, so that he will not become
conceited and fall into the condemnation incurred by the devil. And he must have a
good reputation with those outside the church, so that he will not fall into reproach
and the snare of the devil.

2.) [Titus 1.6-9]- namely, if any man is above reproach, the husband of one wife, having
children who believe, not accused of dissipation or rebellion. For the overseer must
be above reproach as God’s steward, not self-willed, not quick-tempered, not
addicted to wine, not pugnacious, not fond of sordid gain, but hospitable, loving
what is good, sensible, just, devout, self-controlled, holding fast the faithful word
which is in accordance with the teaching, so that he will be able both to exhort in
sound doctrine and to refute those who contradict.

3.) [Romans 10.14-15]- How then will they call on Him in whom they have not
believed? How will they believe in Him whom they have not heard? And how will
they hear without a preacher? How will they preach unless they are sent? Just as it
is written, “HOW BEAUTIFUL ARE THE FEET OF THOSE WHO BRING GOOD
NEWS OF GOOD THINGS!”

b. Authority or “Exousia”
1.) Christ’s institution of the office
a.) [Ephesians 4.11]- And He gave some as apostles, and some as prophets, and
some as evangelists, and some as pastors and teachers,

2.) God’s providential designation of the persons
a.) [Matthew 9.38]- Therefore beseech the Lord of the harvest to send out workers

into His harvest.”

3.) The church’s call, election, appointment, acceptance, and submission



a.) [Acts 6.3]- Therefore, brethren, select from among you seven men of good
reputation, full of the Spirit and of wisdom, whom we may put in charge of this
task.

b.) [Acts 14.23]- When they had appointed elders for them in every church, having
prayed with fasting, they commended them to the Lord in whom they had
believed.

c.) [2 Corinthians 8.5]- and this, not as we had expected, but they first gave
themselves to the Lord and to us by the will of God.

d.) [Galatians 4.14]- and that which was a trial to you in my bodily condition you
did not despise or loathe, but you received me as an angel of God, as Christ
Jesus Himself.

e.) [1 Thessalonians 5.12-13]- But we request of you, brethren, that you appreciate
those who diligently labor among you, and have charge over you in the Lord and
give you instruction, and that you esteem them very highly in love because of
their work. Live in peace with one another.

f.) [1 Corinthians 4.1-2]- Let a man regard us in this manner, as servants of Christ
and stewards of the mysteries of God. In this case, moreover, it is required of
stewards that one be found trustworthy.

g.) [2 Corinthians 1.24]- Not that we lord it over your faith, but are workers with
you for your joy; for in your faith you are standing firm.

h.) [1 Peter 5.3]- nor yet as lording it over those allotted to your charge, but proving
to be examples to the flock.

i.) [Acts 20.28]- Be on guard for yourselves and for all the flock, among which the
Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He
purchased with His own blood.

[Hebrews 8.1-7]- Now the main point in what has been said is this: we have such a high
priest, who has taken His seat at the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the
heavens, a minister in the sanctuary and in the true tabernacle, which the Lord pitched,
not man. For every high priest is appointed to offer both gifts and sacrifices; so it is
necessary that this high priest also have something to offer. Now if He were on earth, He
would not be a priest at all, since there are those who offer the gifts according to the
Law; who serve a copy and shadow of the heavenly things, just as Moses was warned by
God when he was about to erect the tabernacle; for, “SEE,” He says, “THAT YOU

MAKE all things ACCORDING TO THE PATTERN WHICH WAS SHOWN YOU ON THE
MOUNTAIN. ” But now He has obtained a more excellent ministry, by as much as He is
also the mediator of a better covenant, which has been enacted on better promises.

4. The regard that the Lord has for them in His employment

a. [Matthew 10.40-41]- “He who receives you receives Me, and he who receives Me
receives Him who sent Me. He who receives a prophet in the name of a prophet shall
receive a prophet’s reward; and he who receives a righteous man in the name of a
righteous man shall receive a righteous man’s reward.

b. [Luke 10.16]- “The one who listens to you listens to Me, and the one who rejects you
rejects Me; and he who rejects Me rejects the One who sent Me.”

The account that hearers must make of the Word they dispense

a. [2 Chronicles 36.15-16]- The LORD, the God of their fathers, sent word to them again
and again by His messengers, because He had compassion on His people and on His
dwelling place; but they continually mocked the messengers of God, despised His words
and scoffed at His prophets, until the wrath of the LORD arose against His people, until
there was no remedy.

b. [Proverbs 1.22-29]- “How long, O naive ones, will you love being simple-minded?

And scoffers delight themselves in scoffing And fools hate knowledge? “Turn to my
reproof, Behold, I will pour out my spirit on you; | will make my words known to you.
“Because | called and you refused, I stretched out my hand and no one paid attention;
And you neglected all my counsel And did not want my reproof; I will also laugh at

your calamity; I will mock when your dread comes, When your dread comes like a storm
And your calamity comes like a whirlwind, When distress and anguish come upon you.
“Then they will call on me, but I will not answer; They will seek me diligently but they
will not find me, Because they hated knowledge And did not choose the fear of the LORD.

c. [Proverbs 13.13]- The one who despises the word will be in debt to it, But the one who
fears the commandment will be rewarded.

d. [Mark 4.24]- And He was saying to them, “Take care what you listen to. By your
standard of measure it will be measured to you; and more will be given you besides.

e. [Luke 10.16]- “The one who listens to you listens to Me, and the one who rejects you
rejects Me; and he who rejects Me rejects the One who sent Me.”

f. [Hebrews 2.1-3]- For this reason we must pay much closer attention to what we have
heard, so that we do not drift away from it. For if the word spoken through angels
proved unalterable, and every transgression and disobedience received a
just penalty, how will we escape if we neglect so great a salvation? After it was at the
first spoken through the Lord, it was confirmed to us by those who heard,

g. [Hebrews 4.2]- For indeed we have had good news preached to us, just as they also;
but the word they heard did not profit them, because it was not united by faith in those
who heard.

About the ninth hour of the day he clearly saw in a vision an angel of God who had just
come in and said to him, “Cornelius!” And fixing his gaze on him and being much
alarmed, he said, “What is it, Lord?” And he said to him, “Your prayers and alms have
ascended as a memorial before God. Now dispatch some men to Joppa and send for a
man named Simon, who is also called Peter; he is staying with a tanner named Simon,
whose house is by the sea.”

2. The minister’s failing is the peoples’ punishment

a.

[Amos 8.11-12]- “Behold, days are coming,” declares the Lord GOD, “When I will send
a famine on the land, Not a famine for bread or a thirst for water, But rather for hearing
the words of the LORD. “People will stagger from sea to sea And from the north even to
the east; They will go to and fro to seek the word of the LORD, But they will not find it.
[Isaiah 30.20]- Although the Lord has given you bread of privation and water of
oppression, He, your Teacher will no longer hide Himself, but your eyes will behold your
Teacher.

3. His prayers are continually for the church

a.

[Isaiah 62.6-7]- On your walls, O Jerusalem, I have appointed watchmen; All day and
all night they will never keep silent.
