f.) [Jeremiah 18:8]- if that nation, against whom | have pronounced, turn from
their evil, I will repent of the evil that | thought to do unto them.

g.) [Isaiah 55:7]- let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his
thoughts: and let him return unto the Lord, and he will have mercy upon him;
and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.

h.) [Ezekiel 18:21-23]- But if the wicked will turn from all his sins that he hath
committed, and keep all my statutes, and do that which is lawful and right, he
shall surely live, he shall not die. All his transgressions that he hath committed,
they shall not be mentioned unto him: in his righteousness that he hath done he
shall live. Have | any pleasure at all that the wicked should die? saith the Lord
God: and not that he should return from his ways, and live?

i.) [Ezekiel 18:30-32]- Therefore I will judge you, O house of Israel, every one
according to his ways, saith the Lord God. Repent, and turn yourselves from all
your transgressions; so iniquity shall not be your ruin. Cast away from you all
your transgressions, whereby ye have transgressed; and make you a new heart
and a new spirit: for why will ye die, O house of Israel? For | have no pleasure
in the death of him that dieth, saith the Lord God: wherefore turn yourselves,
and live ye.

j.) [Joel 2:12-14]- Therefore also now, saith the Lord, turn ye even to me with all
your heart, and with fasting, and with weeping, and with mourning: and rend
your heart, and not your garments, and turn unto the Lord your God: for he is
gracious and merciful, slow to anger, and of great kindness, and repenteth him
of the evil. Who knoweth if he will return and repent, and leave a blessing
behind him; even a meat offering and a drink offering unto the Lord your God?

k.) [Ezekiel 33:14-16,19]- Again, when I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die;
if he turn from his sin, and do that which is lawful and right; if the wicked
restore the pledge, give again that he had robbed, walk in the statutes of life,
without committing iniquity; he shall surely live, he shall not die. None of his
sins that he hath committed shall be mentioned unto him: he hath done that
which is lawful and right; he shall surely live.

5.) The New Testament

a) [Ephesians 5:14]- Wherefore he saith, Awake thou that sleepest, and arise from
the dead, and Christ shall give thee light.

b) [Acts 2:38]- Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you
in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift
of the Holy Ghost.

[Ecclesiastes 8:12]- Though a sinner do evil a hundred times, and his days be
prolonged, yet surely I know that it shall be well with them that fear God, which fear
before him:

5.) [Psalm 128:1]- Blessed is every one that feareth the Lord; that walketh in his ways.

[Psalm 31:19]- Oh how great is thy goodness, which thou hast laid up for them that
fear thee; which thou hast wrought for them that trust in thee before the sons of

I.) [Ecclesiastes 7:12]- For wisdom is a defense, and money is a defense: but the
excellency of knowledge is, that wisdom giveth life to them that have it.

m.) [Proverbs 24:3-5,13-14]- Through wisdom is a house builded; and by
understanding it is established: and by knowledge shall the chambers be filled
with all precious and pleasant riches. A wise man is strong; yea, a man of
knowledge increaseth strength.

n.) [Ecclesiastes 10:10]- If the iron be blunt, and he do not whet the edge, then must
he put to more strength: but wisdom is profitable to direct.

0.) [Proverbs 28:26]- He that trusteth in his own heart is a fool: but whoso walketh
wisely, he shall be delivered.

p.) [Proverbs 12:8]- A man shall be commended according to his wisdom: but he
that is of a perverse heart shall be despised.

g.) [Proverbs 15:24]- The way of life is above to the wise, that he may depart from
hell beneath.
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r.) [Ecclesiastes 8:1]- Who is as the wise man? and who knoweth the interpretation
of a thing? a man’s wisdom maketh his face to shine, and the boldness of his
face shall be changed.

s.) [Psalm 107:43]- Whoso is wise, and will observe these things, even they shall
understand the loving-kindness of the Lord.

2.) The Prophets.

a.) [Daniel 2:21]- and he changeth the times and the seasons: he removeth kings,
and setteth up kings: he giveth wisdom unto the wise, and knowledge to them
that know understanding:

b.) [Hosea 14:9]- Who is wise, and he shall understand these things? prudent, and
he shall know them? for the ways of the Lord are right, and the just shall walk in
them: but the transgressors shall fall therein.

Let the priests, the ministers of the Lord, weep
between the porch and the altar, and let them say, Spare thy people, O Lord, and give
not thine heritage to reproach, that the heathen should rule over them: wherefore
should they say among the people, Where is their God? Then will the Lord be jealous
for his land, and pity his people.

Fasting in secret.

1.) [Matthew 6:17-18]- But thou, when thou fastest, anoint thine head, and wash thy
face; that thou appear not unto men to fast, but unto thy Father which is in secret:
and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly.

Christ.

[Acts 22:16]- And now why tarriest thou? arise, and be baptized, and wash away thy sins,
calling on the name of the Lord.

[1 Corinthians 12:13]- For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be
Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one

[1 Corinthians 12:13]- For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be
Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free ; and have been all made to drink into one
Spirit.

[1 Corinthians 10:16]- The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of
the blood of Christ? The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of
Christ?

[Matthew 26:26-28]- And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and blessed it, and
brake it, and gave it to the disciples, and said, Take, eat; this is my body.

[1 Peter 3:3-4]- Whose adorning, let it not be that outward adorning of plaiting the
hair, and of wearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel; but let it be the hidden man
of the heart, in that which is not corruptible, even the ornament of a meek and quiet
spirit, which is in the sight of God of great price.

4.) [Proverbs 14:29]- He that is slow to wrath is of great understanding: but he that is
hasty of spirit exalteth folly.

5.) [Matthew 5:5]- Blessed are the meek: for they shall inherit the earth.

[Psalm 10:17]- Lord, thou hast heard the desire of the humble: thou wilt prepare
their heart, thou wilt cause thine ear to hear:

4.) [Proverbs 3:34]- Surely he scorneth the scorners: but he giveth grace unto the lowly.

5.) [Proverbs 11:2]- When pride cometh, then cometh shame: but with the lowly is
wisdom.

6.) [James 4:6]- But he giveth more grace. Wherefore he saith, God resisteth the proud,
but giveth grace unto the humble.

7.) [1 Peter 5:5]- Likewise, ye younger, submit yourselves unto the elder. Yea, all of you
be subject one to another, and be clothed with humility: for God resisteth the proud,
and giveth grace to the humble.

8.) [Psalm 138:6]- Though the Lord be high, yet hath he respect unto the lowly: but the
proud he knoweth afar off.

And the glory
which thou gavest me | have given them; that they may be one, even as we are one: | in
them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and that the world may know
that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved me.

[Isaiah 11:6-9,13]- The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down
with the kid; and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall
lead them.

[Psalm 72:3,7]- The mountains shall bring peace to the people, and the little hills, by
righteousness. In his days shall the righteous flourish; and abundance of peace so long as
the moon endureth.

[Ephesians 4:16]- from whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that
which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part,
maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love.

F. Submission and destruction of the enemies of the church.

c. [lsaiah 59:19]- So shall they fear the name of the Lord from the west, and his glory from
the rising of the sun. When the enemy shall come in like a flood, the Spirit of the Lord
shall lift up a standard against him.

d. [lsaiah 11:4]- but with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity for
the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth with the rod of his mouth, and with
the breath of his lips shall he slay the wicked.

e. [lsaiah 41:11-12,15-16]- Behold, all they that were incensed against thee shall be
ashamed and confounded: they shall be as nothing; and they that strive with thee shall
perish. Thou shalt seek them, and shalt not find them, even them that contended with
thee: they that war against thee shall be as nothing, and as a thing of nought. Behold, |
will make thee a new sharp threshing instrument having teeth: thou shalt thresh the
mountains, and beat them small, and shalt make the hills as chaff. Thou shalt fan them,
and the wind shall carry them away, and the whirlwind shall scatter them: and thou
shalt rejoice in the Lord, and shalt glory in the Holy One of Israel.

f. [lsaiah 49:24-26]- Shall the prey be taken from the mighty, or the lawful captive
delivered? But thus saith the Lord, Even the captives of the mighty shall be taken away,
and the prey of the terrible shall be delivered: for I will contend with him that
contendeth with thee, and | will save thy children. And I will feed them that oppress thee
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with their own flesh; and they shall be drunken with their own blood, as with sweet wine:
and all flesh shall know that I the Lord am thy Saviour and thy Redeemer, the Mighty

[Isaiah 60:14]- The sons also of them that afflicted thee shall come bending unto thee;
and all they that despised thee shall bow themselves down at the soles of thy feet; and
they shall call thee, The city of the Lord, The Zion of the Holy One of Israel.

2. The destruction of Antichrist, Babylon, etc.

And kings shall be thy nursing fathers, and their
gueens thy nursing mothers: they shall bow down to thee with their face toward the earth,
and lick up the dust of thy feet; and thou shalt know that I am the Lord: for they shall not be
ashamed that wait for me.

[Isaiah 60:3,10-11,16]- And the Gentiles shall come to thy light, and kings to the brightness
of thy rising. And the sons of strangers shall build up thy walls, and their kings shall
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minister unto thee: for in my wrath | smote thee, but in my favor have | had mercy on thee.
Therefore thy gates shall be open continually; they shall not be shut day nor night; that men
may bring unto thee the forces of the Gentiles, and that their kings may be brought. Thou
shalt also suck the milk of the Gentiles, and shalt suck the breast of kings: and thou shalt
know that | the Lord am thy Saviour and thy Redeemer, the Mighty One of Jacob.

Thus saith the
Lord; If my covenant be not with day and night, and if | have not appointed the
ordinances of heaven and earth; then will | cast away the seed of Jacob, and David my
servant, so that I will not take any of his seed to be rulers over the seed of Abraham,
Isaac, and Jacob: for | will cause their captivity to return, and have mercy on them.
[Jeremiah 50:4-5,19-20]- In those days, and in that time, saith the Lord, the children of
Israel shall come, they and the children of Judah together, going and weeping: they
shall go, and seek the Lord their God. They shall ask the way to Zion with their faces
thitherward, saying, Come, and let us join ourselves to the Lord in a perpetual covenant
that shall not be forgotten. And I will bring Israel again to his habitation, and he shall
feed on Carmel and Bashan, and his soul shall be satisfied upon mount Ephraim and
Gilead. In those days, and in that time, saith the Lord, the iniquity of Israel shall be
sought for, and there shall be none; and the sins of Judah, and they shall not be found:
for I will pardon them whom | reserve.

[Micah 2:12-13]- | will surely assemble, O Jacob, all of thee; I will surely gather the
remnant of Israel; I will put them together as the sheep of Bozrah, as the flock in the
midst of their fold: they shall make great noise by reason of the multitude of men. The
breaker is come up before them: they have broken up, and have passed through the gate,
and are gone out by it; and their king shall pass before them, and the Lord on the head
of them.

[Ezekiel 36:11,24-26,33,37]- and | will multiply upon you man and beast; and they shall
increase and bring fruit: and I will settle you after your old estates, and will do better
unto you than at your beginnings: and ye shall know that I am the Lord.

[Ezekiel 34:11,16,23-24,28-29]- For thus saith the Lord God; Behold, I, even I, will both
search my sheep, and seek them out. | will seek that which was lost, and bring again that
which was driven away, and will bind up that which was broken, and will strengthen that
which was sick: but I will destroy the fat and the strong; I will feed them with judgment.
And I will set up one shepherd over them, and he shall feed them, even my servant

[Micah 7:14,17]- Feed thy people with thy rod, the flock of thine heritage, which dwell
solitarily in the wood, in the midst of Carmel: let them feed in Bashan and Gilead, as in
the days of old. They shall lick the dust like a serpent, they shall move out of their holes
like worms of the earth: they shall be afraid of the Lord our God, and shall fear because
of thee.

I will hiss for them, and gather them; for | have redeemed them: and they
shall increase as they have increased. And I will sow them among the people: and they
shall remember me in far countries; and they shall live with their children, and turn
again.

[Jeremiah 31:1,4,10,17,31-33,38]- At the same time, saith the Lord, will I be the God of
all the families of Israel, and they shall be my people. Again I will build thee, and thou
shalt be built, O virgin of Israel: thou shalt again be adorned with thy tabrets, and shalt
go forth in the dances of them that make merry. Hear the word of the Lord, O ye nations,
and declare it in the isles afar off, and say, He that scattered Israel will gather him, and
keep him, as a shepherd doth his flock. And there is hope in thine end, saith the Lord,
that thy children shall come again to their own border. Behold, the days come, saith the
Lord, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of
Judah: not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers, in the day that I
took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they
brake, although | was a husband unto them, saith the Lord: but this shall be the
covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; After those days, saith the Lord, 1 will
put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and
they shall be my people. Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, that the city shall be built
to the Lord from the tower of Hananeel unto the gate of the corner.

[Zechariah 12:6,10]- In that day will I make the governors of Judah like a hearth of fire
among the wood, and like a torch of fire in a sheaf; and they shall devour all the people
round about, on the right hand and on the left: and Jerusalem shall be inhabited again
in her own place, even in Jerusalem. And | will pour upon the house of David, and upon

For | would not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant of this
mystery, lest ye should be wise in your own conceits, that blindness in part is happened
to Israel, until the fulness of the Gentiles be come in. And so all Israel shall be saved: as
it is written, There shall come out of Zion the Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness
from Jacob: for this is my covenant unto them, when I shall take away their sins. As
concerning the gospel, they are enemies for your sakes: but as touching the election,
they are beloved for the fathers’ sakes. For the gifts and calling of God are without
repentance. For God hath concluded them all in unbelief, that he might have mercy
upon all. O the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! how
unsearchable are his judgments, and his ways past finding out!
