Why Haiti? 
On behalf of the Vine.co and the children of Canaan, Haiti we would like to thank you for your prayers and support. About Haiti
Haiti has roughly 8 million people. The life expectancy at birth is roughly 50 years and the infant mortality rate is over 76 deaths for every 1,000 births. Only 13% of Haiti’s 7 million acres are worth cultivating.  Four fifths of the people (to whom the plow remains unknown) till their plots with hoes, machetes, or sharp sticks.    

Haiti speaks two languages.  French, the official administrative tongue is understood by 15% of the people.  Creole, a blend of seventeenth-century provincial French and West African dialects, is Haiti’s true national language and sole tongue of 85% of the population.

· Church -Men – Collared Shirt, and slacks / Khakis

· Day time – Women - Capri’s, walking shorts,T-shirts, (no low cut, nothing too revealing or clingy); Men – walking shorts, slacks or jeans and T- shirt.  

· Tennis shoes/sturdy walking shoes and socks

· Cheap sunglasses (leave the nice ones at home)

Jewelry

· Do not wear any jewelry

Medication/Personal Items

· Bug spray – DEET

· Suntan lotion/sunscreen and chapstick

· Contact lenses and Glasses (your contacts may bother you in the heat and/or dust)

· Eye drops

· Allergy medication

· Malaria pills, Cipro (for traveler’s sickness), and any other prescription medication MUST be kept in original bottle

· Intestinal upset remedies (Imodium, Pepto tablets)

· Toilet paper to carry in your backpack

· Toiletries: Bar soap, cosmetics, feminine personal products, shavers, shampoo/conditioner, tissue, toothpaste/toothbrush, cheap flip flops (for the shower)

· Washcloths

· $40 cash in small bills (if you want to shop)

· Passport and copy of shot records

· Passport pouch or money belt

· Water bottle or Camelback

· Flashlight

· Rain poncho

· Batteries (for camera, CD Player, etc.) they are hard to find and expensive

· Bible

· Backpack/book bag

· Family photos to show

· Notepad/journal and pen or pencil

Food for snacks (granola bars, nuts, trail mix, dried fruit, beef jerky - nothing that will crush or melt) – there will be NO lunches

Immunizations (Recommended)

Measles/Mumps/Rubella-if born after 1957 Malaria and travel diarrhea (prescriptions)
