UNIT 2 - Making Contact

* Our focus should be effective communication. We need to properly introduce ourselves and make the right first impression. The first 5 to 10 seconds will often determine what happens next. As they say, you don’t get a second chance to make a good first impression. 

That the communication of thy faith may become effectual by the acknowledging of every good thing which is in you in Christ Jesus.
(Philemon 1: 6)

  (IN THE HOME VISITATION)

· Notice surroundings: People tend to display things of interest to them. Pay sincere compliments.

· Jobs: People’s careers are important to them. Test the waters.

· Hobbies: Try to locate common interests to spark conversation.

· Church background: Find church roots. If they left a church because of past hurts, leave it alone and move on. We do not feed a fire.

· Our church: Positive testimony of a church experience. Remember to keep it all positive. 

· Breaking down walls is very important to opening up the news of the Gospel.

This conversation period will help break down the walls of defense. Remember, we are opening a door to the Gospel presentation.

For though I be free from all men, yet have I made myself servant unto all, that I might gain the more. And unto the Jews I became as a Jew, that I might gain the Jews; to them that are under the law, as under the law, that I might gain them that are under the law; To them that are without law, as without law, (being not without law to God, but under the law to Christ,) that I might gain them that are without law. As I was shown in my vision of the extended hands of God, we use the thumb and four fingers (of our right hand) as points of the gospel presentation. 

“And the Lord said unto the servant, Go out into the highways and hedges, and compel them to come in, that my house may be filled.”

(Luke 14:23)

The five fingers of Salvation:

1. Thumb - Man has a sinful nature. (Romans 3:23)
2. Index - Heaven is a free gift. (Romans 6:23)
3. Middle - God is Love (John 3:16) - He loves us so much, He gave us His Son.
4. Ring – Christ - What He did (Isaiah 53:6) - He died on the cross, arose from the grave, ascended to Heaven, paying the penalty for our sins.
5. Pinky – Faith - received by faith - putting your trust in Jesus Christ alone for our salvation. (John 14:6)
THUMB MEMORIZATION

Thumb: man has a sinful nature. Just like the thumb is separate from the other fingers, sin separates us from God. The Bible says:

For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.

(Romans 3:23)

INDEX MEMORIZATION

 TC “Index Memorization” \l 3 
Index: The index finger points up to heaven. Heaven is a free gift. The Bible says:

For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
 (Romans 6:23)
MIDDLE MEMORIZATION

 TC "Middle & Ring Memorization" \l 3 
Middle finger: Stands for God, because it is the largest and the center of all things. The Bible says:
For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. (John 3:16)
RING MEMORIZATION

Ring finger: Represents Christ, because He sits at the right hand of God. What Jesus did is this: He died on the cross and then arose from the grave, thereby paying the penalty for our sins and purchasing for us a place in heaven. The Bible says:

All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all.
(Isaiah 53:6)

PINKY MEMORIZATION

 TC "Pinkie Memorization" \l 3 
Pinky finger: Stands for FAITH because it is the smallest, and it only takes a little faith for salvation. The Bible says: 

Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.
(John 14:6)

Specifically 
THEIR NAME

, what this means that you are trusting Jesus Christ for your salvation …acknowledging Him as the one and ONLY way to heaven.

The Middle Finger


The middle finger, the tallest finger represents God…He is in the center of all things.
For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. (John 3:16)

The Ring Finger


The finger to the right of the center finger represents Jesus, who sits at the Father’s right hand. He died on the cross and then arose from the grave, thereby paying the penalty for our sins and purchasing us a place in Heaven.
All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD has laid on him the iniquity of us all.  (Isaiah 53:6)

The Pinky Finger


The smallest finger represents faith; it only takes a little. Faith is putting your trust in Jesus Christ alone for your salvation.
Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. (John 14:6)

* So, by putting your trust in Jesus Christ you are no longer separated from God.

 TC "Now what: Why church?" \l 2 
They’ve accepted Christ, now what?

Now that you have led someone to the knowledge of Christ Jesus as their Lord and Savior, it is important to get them involved in a local, bible-teaching church.

Why does this matter?

1. The bible says that 
BELIEVERS

 must not keep themselves separate from other 

BELIEVERS

. 
a. And let us consider one another to provoke unto love and to good works: Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.  (Hebrews 10:24-25)

b. It is true that we are influenced and become like the people we associate with. Also, by getting together, common beliefs are affirmed and ways to overcome problems are shared. 

2. The bible gives us 
EXAMPLES

 of fellowship. 
a. Acts 20:7 reveals the practice of the early church: "And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread, Paul preached to them." 

b. For Christians in every location, regular gathering was a part of life.
The church must be unified to carry out its purposes.

Here are some important aspects of the Christian life that cannot develop when you live in isolation from the church:

1. Use of 
SPIRITUAL GIFTS

  

a. But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit withal.    (1 Corinthians 12:7)
b. As every man hath received the gift, even so minister the same one to another, as good stewards of the manifold grace of God. (1 Peter 4:10)
2. Body 
MINISTRY


  

a. For the body is not one member, but many. (21) And the eye cannot say unto the hand, I have no need of thee: nor again the head to the feet, I have no need of you. (1 Corinthians 12:14, 21)
i. The church is pictured as a body in I Corinthians 12. Paul explains that each part of the body exists to meet the needs of other body parts. In the same way, God intends each of us to meet the needs of other believers, using our strengths to help in their areas of weakness.

3. Personal 
ACCOUNTABILITY

  

a. Obey them that have the rule over you, and submit yourselves: for they watch for your souls, as they that must give account…(from Hebrews 13:17)
b. God designed the church as a place where spiritual leaders could watch out for our welfare. A Christian who answers only to himself can easily rationalize sinful attitudes or actions. Regular contact with other Christians can keep us sharp.
 Next we will discuss what the thumb and fingers of the left hand represent. 

THUMB MEMORIZATION

THUMB:  Church is a place to 
LEARN

 The Bible says:

Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path.  (Psalm 119:105)

We are called to gather together to learn about GOD’S WORD.  

 TC “Left Thumb- A place to learn” \l 3 
Here are three prime benefits of learning God’s Word:

1. 
PREVENTION


· “I have hidden your word in my heart that I might not sin against you.” (Psalm 119:11) 

· Apparently the psalmist had experience in using God’s Word as a sin deterrent. This makes perfect sense. After all, every sinful temptation starts with a thought; an idea that seems enjoyable or satisfying. The longer the thought goes unchallenged, the more likely it is to be acted on. That’s where memorized Bible verses come in handy. The more nuggets of God’s truth you have stored away in your heart, the more ammunition you have to challenge temptation and reveal it for what it is.

2. 
PROTECTION

 
· When Jesus faced Satan in the wilderness, he relied on one weapon: Scripture. Three times Satan threw everything he had at Jesus. Three times Jesus responded with a Bible quote. Three times Satan was stopped cold. That’s the power of God’s Word. That same power is available to us, too. 

· In Ephesians 6:17, Paul urges Christian warriors to “take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God:” You can’t prevent Satan from attacking you, but you can counter his attacks with God’s all-powerful truth—if you’re properly armed.

3. 
PREPRATION
 

·  “But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts: and be ready always to give an answer to every man that asketh you a reason of the hope that is in you with meekness and fear:” (1 Peter 3:15)
· Always be prepared. Now that’s a challenge. It’s also an awesome opportunity. If you live out your Christian faith as God intends, people will question you. Some may challenge your beliefs; others may look to you for advice. If you’re ready with solid answers—answers from God’s Word—you can be used to change lives.
INDEX MEMORIZATION

INDEX: Church is a place to 
PRAY
 .  The Bible says:

 Now mine eyes shall be open, and mine ears attent unto the prayer that is made in this place. (2 Chronicles 7:15)
 TC “Left Index-a place to pray” \l 3 
While private prayer is essential to your walk with Christ, corporate prayer plays a vital role.   Here’s why: 

1. There is great 
SPIRITUAL POWER
 where believers pray together with unity of purpose (also known as 'in agreement')

· “Again I say unto you, That if two of you shall agree on earth as touching anything that they shall ask, it shall be done for them of my Father which is in heaven. For where two or three are gathered together in my name, there am I in the midst of them.” (Matthew 18:19-20)
MIDDLE MEMORIZATION

MIDDLE: Church is a place to 
WORSHIP

. 

Does the Bible say that it is important to gather for worship?
1. “For where two or three are gathered together in my name, there am I in the midst of them.” (Matthew 18:20)
2. Saying, I will declare thy name unto my brethren, in the midst of the church will I sing praise unto thee. (Hebrews 2:12)
3. But thou art holy, O thou that inhabitest the praises of Israel. (Psalm 22:3)
4. God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. (John 4:24)

Worship is more than just singing songs. We are called to gather together for acts of worship. 
1. Worship is 
SINGING 

 and 

PRAISING

 before the Lord.

Oh come, let us worship and bow down: Let us kneel before the LORD our maker. (Psalm 95:6)
2. Worship is our response to Him, who He is, and what He’s done. 
· If a person gets the faintest hint of who Jesus is or hears of one example of what He’s done–and it really sinks in, the natural reaction will be to praise Him.
3. Worship is a 
LIFESTYLE

 to be practiced throughout the day, every day.

· I will bless the LORD at all times: his praise shall continually be in my mouth. (Psalms 34:1)

RING MEMORIZATION
RING: Church is a place to 
FELLOWSHIP


. The Bible says:

Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching. (Hebrews 10:25)

1. The people you choose to 

ASSOCIATE

 with affect your 
DESTINY

. 

· He that walketh with wise men shall be wise: but a companion of fools shall be destroyed. (Proverbs 13:20)

2. You cannot fulfill the 

COMMANDS

 of Christ and of the apostles without entering into fellowship. 
How can you love, encourage, admonish, counsel, or serve one another if you are never with "one another"?
Here are examples of some of these important commands.

· Be kindly affectioned one to another with brotherly love; in honour preferring one another;  (Romans 12:10)
· And I myself also am persuaded of you, my brethren, that ye also are full of goodness, filled with all knowledge, able also to admonish one another.   (Romans 15:14)
· And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God for Christ’s sake hath forgiven you. (Ephesians 4:32)
· Wherefore comfort yourselves together, and edify one another, even as also ye do. (1 Thessalonians 5:11) 
3. God has planned for you to receive

 from His family on earth. 

· We all need encouragement and care at times. God will often provide this through His people.

· That which we have seen and heard declare we unto you, that ye also may have fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ. (1 John 1:3)

SELFISH

 of us to have such good news and never 

SHARE 
 it. 

· Neither do men light a candle, and put it under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it giveth light unto all that are in the house. Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven. (Matthew 5:15-16)
3. The Bible commands us to share our 

TESTIMONY
 and the 

GOOD NEWS


 of Jesus Christ our Lord.

· And he said unto them, that I must preach the kingdom of God to other cities also: for therefore am I sent. (Luke 4:43)   
· And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth. Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Scenario #1 (Goal) - What’s my goal? How do I know whether to share my hand or not?  How can I know what that person needs?

Scenario #2  (Breaking the ice) - You are invited into the visitation person’s home and you freeze.  How do you start?
_________________________________________________________________
Scenario #3  (Person goes off topic) - You are talking with your visitation person and they begin talking about their work.  Five minutes pass and they are still talking about their work.
Scenario #4  (Bad-mouthing) - You are talking with your visitation person and they begin talking badly about someone in the ministry.  They express that “so-and-so” is doing it all wrong and they talk about all the mistakes that person is making.
_________________________________________________________________

Scenario #5  (Bad-mouthing) - You are talking with your visitation person, and they begin talking about how they disagree with something your pastor had done or said.

_________________________________________________________________
Scenario #6 (Disruptions) - You are talking with your visitation person and their children are trying to get their attention (or yours).
_________________________________________________________________
Scenario #7 (Disruptions) - You are talking with your visitation person and their TV is on or their phone rings.

_________________________________________________________________________

Scenario #8  (They won’t let you in) – They answer the door but don’t invite you inside.  Or they say you can’t come inside.
___________________________________________________________________
Scenario #9  (Meanness) - Your visitation person becomes mean/rude to you. You aren’t sure if they don’t want you there, you said something to offend, or if they’re just mean by nature.
___________________________________________________________________
Scenario #10  (Nervous person) – Your visitation person seem nervous or scared.
___________________________________________________________________
Scenario #11  (Dirty home) - You enter the visitation person’s home and it is VERY dirty.
___________________________________________________________________
Scenario #12  (Possible abuse) - You are talking with your visitation person and you notice the children seem scared of their parents.  You notice a strange bruise on one of the kids.
