Today marks the observance of All Souls' Day. This day is
associated with the concept of the "Church Suffering," which re-
fers to individuals believed to be undergoing purification. The
term "Church Militant" is used for members of the church on
Earth; this phrase does not refer to physical warfare but rather to
spiritual practices such as prayer, use of the rosary, and participa-
tion in the Sacraments. According to tradition, these groups are
considered to be progressing toward a union with God. Paragraph
10:30 of the Catechism of the Catholic Church explains that those
who die in God's grace but are not fully purified are guaranteed
salvation. After death, a person faces judgment for Heaven or
Hell, with Purgatory serving as preparation for entry into Heaven.
In Purgatory, one is purified to attain the holiness required for
Heaven. Some critics argue that purgatory is unbiblical; however,
many Christians accept concepts like the Trinity and Incarnation,
which are not explicitly named in the Bible. Catholics and some
Orthodox Jews believe in purgatory as a reason to pray for the
dead. Critics also claim purgatory is a Catholic invention due to its
absence from scripture.

Let's look at scripture. Revelation 21:27 says that nothing un-
clean will enter the presence of God in heaven. So, you may say
that Jesus died for our sins, he makes us perfect. But the Jews we
see prayed for the dead in the book of Maccabees. In the cata-
combs in the first three or four centuries we see prayers written for
dead Christians. St. Monica requested that St. Augustine offer
prayers for her at the altar, noting that if she did not believe pray-
ers were effective after death, there would be no purpose in mak-
ing such a request. Purgatory is described as a state where individ-
uals are prepared for entry into heaven, based on the belief that
nothing unclean can enter the presence of God. According to this
view, most people who die will undergo cleansing before entering
heaven, with the exception of Mary. Maybe we have sinned and
we fall short of the glory of God and stain of sin remains on our
soul, and so to go right from death to know the glory of God
would be painful. Purgatory is described as a period following
death, sometimes referenced as five or ten days, although it is of-
ten understood as existing outside the conventional notion of time.
For example, Pope Benedict has stated that it may not be accurate
to speak of time in purgatory. This is often seen as a process of
acknowledging one's shortcomings—a purgation or burning,
hence referred to as suffering in purgatory, reflecting how much
we have fallen short. It could be an instantaneous purification and
now you are entering into heaven. A useful analogy for Purgatory
is as follows: When you attend a movie at noon on a sunny day,
your eyes adjust to the darkness of the theater. Upon exiting into
the bright sunlight, you experience a period of adjustment as your
vision adapts to the light once again. You cannot see. You cannot
open your eyes wide because it is open your eyes wide because it
is too painful. Could this be what it is like? As we walk this
Earth we become accustomed to the darkness and we get used to
sin, and to go right from there to the glory of God would be pain-
ful. We would not be able to take it, so nothing unclean enters the
presence and glory of God. Purgatory is described as a process
intended to prepare individuals to be able to perceive God directly.
We anticipate a future marked by honor and fulfilment. Today, let
us offer our prayers for those in purgatory, as well as for all who
have passed away and are journeying toward the divine presence.

Hoy se conmemora el Dia de los Fieles Difuntos. Este dia se aso-
cia con el concepto de la «Iglesia Purgante», que se refiere a las per-
sonas que se cree estan en proceso de purificacion. El término
«Iglesia Militante» se utiliza para los miembros de la Iglesia en la
Tierra; esta expresion no alude a la guerra fisica, sino a practicas
espirituales como la oracion, el rezo del rosario y la participacion en
los sacramentos. Segun la tradicion, se considera que estos grupos
progresan hacia la unioén con Dios. El parrafo 10:30 del Catecismo de
la Iglesia Catdlica explica que quienes mueren en gracia de Dios, pero
no completamente purificados, tienen garantizada la salvacion. Tras
la muerte, la persona se enfrenta al juicio para el Cielo o el Infierno, y
el Purgatorio sirve como preparacion para entrar en el Cielo. En el
Purgatorio, la persona se purifica para alcanzar la santidad necesaria
para el Cielo. Algunos criticos argumentan que el Purgatorio no es
biblico; sin embargo, muchos cristianos aceptan conceptos como la
Trinidad y la Encarnacion, que no se mencionan explicitamente en la
Biblia. Los catolicos y algunos judios ortodoxos creen en el purgato-
rio como motivo para rezar por los difuntos. Los criticos afirman,
ademas, que el purgatorio es una invencion catoélica, dado que no
aparece en las Sagradas Escrituras.

Examinemos las Escrituras. Apocalipsis 21:27 dice que nada im-
puro entrara en la presencia de Dios en el cielo. Por lo tanto, po-
driamos decir que Jestis murid por nuestros pecados y nos perfec-
ciond. Sin embargo, vemos que los judios oraban por los difuntos en
el libro de los Macabeos. En las catacumbas de los primeros tres o
cuatro siglos encontramos oraciones escritas por cristianos fallecidos.
Santa Monica le pidio a San Agustin que ofreciera oraciones por ella
en el altar, sefialando que si no creia que las oraciones fueran efec-
tivas después de la muerte, no tendria sentido hacer tal peticion. El
purgatorio se describe como un estado en el que las personas se
preparan para entrar al cielo, basdndose en la creencia de que nada
impuro puede entrar en la presencia de Dios. Segun esta perspectiva,
la mayoria de las personas que mueren se someten a una purificacion
antes de entrar al cielo, con la excepcion de Maria. Quizas hayamos
pecado y estemos destituidos de la gloria de Dios, y la mancha del
pecado permanezca en nuestra alma; por lo tanto, pasar directamente
de la muerte a conocer la gloria de Dios seria doloroso. El purgatorio
se describe como un periodo posterior a la muerte, a veces menciona-
do como de cinco o diez dias, aunque suele entenderse como algo que
existe fuera de la nocion convencional del tiempo. Por ejemplo, el
Papa Benedicto X VI afirmé que hablar de tiempo en el purgatorio
podria no ser preciso. A menudo se considera un proceso de reconoci-
miento de las propias faltas: una purificacion o purificacion, de ahi el
término «sufrimiento en el purgatorio», que refleja nuestras faltas.
Podria tratarse de una purificacion instantanea y, de repente, entrar en
el cielo. Una analogia util para el purgatorio es la siguiente: cuando
uno va al cine al mediodia en un dia soleado, los 0jos se acostumbran
a la oscuridad de la sala. Al salir a la luz del sol, se experimenta un
periodo de adaptacion mientras la vision se ajusta de nuevo a la luz.
No se puede ver bien. No se pueden abrir los ojos del todo porque
duele demasiado. ;Podria ser asi? Al caminar por esta tierra, nos
acostumbramos a la oscuridad y al pecado, y pasar directamente de
ahi a la gloria de Dios seria doloroso. No podriamos soportarlo, por lo
que nada impuro entra en la presencia y gloria de Dios. El purgatorio
se describe como un proceso destinado a preparar a las personas para
que puedan percibir a Dios directamente. Anhelamos un futuro mar-
cado por el honor y la plenitud. Hoy, ofrezcamos nuestras oraciones
por quienes estan en el purgatorio, asi como por todos los que han
fallecido y se dirigen hacia la presencia divina.
