Sundays Reflection

The Church’s intention in this feast of the holy family is to present
Mary, Joseph and Jesus as a model for Christian families. Let us begin
with a description of the holy family that we see literally or
figuratively depicted in all the infancy narratives.

Consider Joseph first. Once he met Mary, his life changed
drastically. He was filled with anxiety and fear over Mary’s
pregnancy. He decided to divorce [Mary] quietly” (Matthew 1:19),
until his fears were put to rest. At the time she was to give birth, he
had to make a long, hard journey with her to Bethlehem. Once they
were there, the only place for her to give birth was a miserable stable.
After the birth of their child, Joseph was warned that “Herod is going
to search for the child to destroy him,” so he could not even return
home but had to take his family to Egypt and hide out in exile. Only
after the death of Herod could they finally return home to Nazareth.

Then consider Mary. She was thrown into confusion over an
unnatural conception; then she was caught up in a scandalous
situation worthy of divorce. She gave birth to her child in a poor,
stinking stable. When she presented Jesus in the temple, Simeon
warned her ominously that “.. . you yourself a sword will

pierce” (Luke 2:35). Then she was forced to flee the wrath of a tyrant
and become an exile in Egypt. Later, she led a poor and unnoticed life
in Nazareth. All of this adds up to a turbulent family life—more
troubling than most of our family lives. Such a family is certainly not
our idea of a happy family! Butif we want to summarize in a simple
way what the infancy narratives tell us about the holy family, this
seems a fair description.

This year, we read Matthew’s account of the holy family’s flight
into Egypt. Matthew knows that Egypt was a traditional place of
refuge for those fleeing from danger in Palestine. Israel, God’s chosen
son, was called out of Egypt in the highpoint event of the Old
Testament—the Exodus. Now Matthew presents Jesus as the new
Israel who relives the Exodus experience; Jesus, the son of God, is
similarly called out of that land in an new Exodus. And he explains all
this by means of the citation from Hosea (11:1): “Out of Egypt I called
my son.” Thus Matthew, at the beginning of his Gospel, already
presents Jesus as the fulfillment of God’s promises to his chosen
people. Throughout his Gospel, he will gradually present Jesus as the
one to save his people and lead them to the promised redemption.

The church chose the Second Reading from Colossians as a
summary of the virtues that form the basis of Christian family life.
First mentioned are the widely recognized virtues of compassion,
kindness and patience. By our baptism, we have been clothed with
Christ (cf. Galatians 3:27), and so should put on these virtues that
correspond to our new life in Jesus. And because we are all very
human, we will need forbearance and forgiveness: “bearing with one
another and forgiving one another ... as the Lord has forgiven you, so
must you also do.” Aren’t these obvious necessities, especially for
spouses and parents? Such virtues cannot be taught to children by
others; they must be taught in the home. And above all other virtues,
we Christians and families should be clothed in love, which is the
paramount virtue of Christianity as the bond of perfection. The
reading from Colossians concludes with a summary of our whole
modern spirituality: “whatever you do, in word or in deed, do
everything in the name of the Lord Jesus.” Not only this or that
activity can be a part of our life in Christ, but absolutely every action
of our lives. Aslong as we try to follow Jesus, there is a saving
character to all we do—even the most ordinary actions done without
any conscious reference to Christ. Everything is meant to be the
“stuff” of our life in Christ.

The holy family did not live an untroubled life by any means, but
they practiced the virtues mentioned in this reading. Similarly, our
families have their constant challenges and faults, but by constantly
learning to “put on” the virtues of Jesus, we can strive to make them
holy, too.

La intencién de la Iglesia en esta fiesta de la Sagrada Familia es
presentar a Maria, José y Jestis como modelo para las familias cristianas.
Comencemos con una descripcioén de la Sagrada Familia tal como la
vemos representada, literal o figurativamente, en todos los relatos de la
infancia.

Consideremos primero a José. Una vez que conoci6 a Maria, su vida
cambi6 drasticamente. Estaba lleno de ansiedad y temor por el embarazo
de Maria. Decidi6 divorciarse de ella en secreto (Mateo 1:19), hasta que
sus temores se disiparan. Cuando llegé el momento del parto, tuvo que
emprender un largo y dificil viaje con ella hasta Belén. Una vez allj, el
unico lugar donde podia dar a luz era un establo miserable. Tras el naci-
miento de su hijo, José fue advertido de que Herodes lo buscaria para
matarlo, por lo que ni siquiera pudo regresar a casa, sino que tuvo que
llevar a su familia a Egipto y esconderse en el exilio. Solo después de la
muerte de Herodes pudieron finalmente regresar a Nazaret.

Consideremos entonces a Maria. Se vio sumida en la confusién por una
concepcién antinatural; luego se vio envuelta en una situacion escan-
dalosa que merecia el divorcio. Dio a luz a su hijo en un establo pobre y
maloliente. Cuando presento a Jesus en el templo, Simedn le advirtié
ominosamente: «..a ti misma te atravesara una espada» (Lucas 2:35).
Después se vio obligada a huir de la ira de un tirano y exiliarse en Egipto.
Mas tarde, llevé una vida pobre y discreta en Nazaret. Todo esto se tra-
duce en una vida familiar turbulenta, mas problemdtica que la mayoria
de nuestras vidas familiares. ;Sin duda, una familia asi no es nuestra idea
de una familia feliz! Pero si queremos resumir de forma sencilla lo que
los relatos de la infancia nos dicen sobre la Sagrada Familia, esta parece
una descripcién acertada.

Este afio, leemos el relato de Mateo sobre la huida de la Sagrada Famil-
ia a Egipto. Mateo sabe que Egipto era un lugar tradicional de refugio
para quienes hufan del peligro en Palestina. Israel, el hijo elegido de Dios,
fue llamado a salir de Egipto en el evento culminante del Antiguo Testa-
mento: el Exodo. Ahora, Mateo presenta a Jestis como el nuevo Israel que
revive la experiencia del Exodo; Jests, el Hijo de Dios, es llamado de
manera similar a salir de esa tierra en un nuevo Exodo. Y explica todo
esto mediante la cita de Oseas (11:1): «De Egipto llamé a mi hijo». Asi,
Mateo, al comienzo de su Evangelio, ya presenta a Jestis como el cumpli-
miento de las promesas de Dios a su pueblo elegido. A lo largo de su
Evangelio, presentara gradualmente a Jests como aquel que salvara a su
pueblo y lo guiara a la redencién prometida.

La Iglesia eligi6 la Segunda Lectura de Colosenses como resumen de
las virtudes que constituyen el fundamento de la vida familiar cristiana.
En primer lugar, se mencionan las virtudes ampliamente reconocidas de
compasion, bondad y paciencia. Por nuestro bautismo, hemos sido re-
vestidos de Cristo (cf. Galatas 3:27), y por lo tanto, debemos revestirnos
de estas virtudes que corresponden a nuestra nueva vida en Jests. Y co-
mo todos somos humanos, necesitaremos tolerancia y perdon:
«Soportandoos unos a otros y perdonandoos unos a otros... como el Se-
fior os perdond, asi también haced vosotros». ;Acaso no son estas nece-
sidades evidentes, especialmente para los cényuges y los padres? Tales
virtudes no pueden ser ensefiadas a los hijos por otros; deben ser ense-
fladas en el hogar. Y por encima de todas las demds virtudes, nosotros,
los cristianos y las familias, debemos estar revestidos de amor, que es la
virtud suprema del cristianismo como vinculo de perfeccién. La lectura
de Colosenses concluye con un resumen de nuestra espiritualidad
moderna: «Todo lo que hagan, de palabra o de hecho, hdganlo en el nom-
bre del Sefior Jestis». No solo una u otra actividad puede formar parte de
nuestra vida en Cristo, sino absolutamente cada accidon. Mientras in-
tentemos seguir a Jesus, todo lo que hacemos tendra un cardcter salva-
dor, incluso las acciones mas cotidianas realizadas sin pensar consciente-
mente en Cristo. Todo esta destinado a ser la esencia de nuestra vida en
Cristo.

La Sagrada Familia no vivié una vida exenta de dificultades, pero prac-
ticé las virtudes mencionadas en esta lectura. De igual modo, nuestras
familias tienen sus constantes desafios y defectos, pero al aprender con-
tinuamente a «revestirnos» de las virtudes de Jests, podemos esforzar-
nos por santificarlas también.
