What is the relationship between law, virtue, and love? How
can we reconcile commandments, legalism, and Christian free-
dom? What does Jesus teach about law and morality? Today’s
Gospel is one of the best passages for understanding his teaching
on the relation of law and morality.

The Pharisees in Jesus’ time, considered the Mosaic law to be
the summary of all wisdom, human and divine, a complete and
sure guide of conduct, an assurance of good relations with God.
This value of the law Jesus did not accept—as is evident from his
own non-observance of the Sabbath rules and the laws of Levitical
cleanliness. Yet in the beginning of our Gospel today, Jesus
asserts that his mission is not to annul or destroy the Mosaic law
but rather to fulfill it or bring the law to final perfection. He
meant that his disciples were to follow exactly his complete and
perfect understanding of the law. He explains what he means by
six examples (four in this Gospel and two next Sunday). In each
of these six examples, Jesus presents an antithesis between the old
understanding of the law and Ais pronouncement of the perfect
law. There is no easy, consistent pattern however.

In the first example, Jesus not only prohibits murder but even
anger, which can lead to murder. Then he insists that fraternal
relations are more important than cultic duties; that is, we must
first be reconciled with our neighbor before we bring our offering
to God’s altar. In the second example, Jesus not only prohibits
adultery, but also lustful desires that can lead to adultery. Again,
he insists on internal disposition not just external acts. In the third
example, he takes up the question of divorce. Regarding divorce,
there were two governing views at the time: the conservative
opinion (Shammai) which only permitted divorce in the case of
adultery, or the liberal opinion (Hillel) which permitted
divorce for lesser causes. Jesus rejects both views and does not
permit divorce for any reason at all. Here and in three other Gos-
pel citations, Jesus’ teaching on divorce is very strict. In the
fourth example, Jesus not only prohibits false oaths, but also
implies that truthfulness should be secured by the inner integrity
of the person, without the deceits and lack of trust surrounding
some oaths and vows of the time. In the fifth example—which
will be read next week—our Lord rejects “an eye for an eye”
retaliation of revenge and proposes non-resistance. In the last
example, Jesus teaches not only love of neighbor but also love of
enemies, after the example of God.

To try to summarize Jesus’ moral teaching in two statements.
First, the whole structure of human morality that Jesus inculcates
is based on internal responsibility to God and the highest universal
principles. The essential point in Jesus’ ethics was his shifting the
emphasis from the external rules of the ten commandments, to
inward motives. Morality for Jesus does not consist simply in the
avoidance of evil acts but in the positive internal desire for good,
because God’s claim for obedience is an absolute, total demand,
claiming our whole person in all our relations. Secondly, in these
six examples, Jesus presents a morality that is even more
demanding than that of the Old Testament: “I have come not to
abolish [the moral law] but to fulfill” (Matthew 5:17). But he
bases his whole motivational structure on the universal principle
of love. Recall here, the summary command of Jesus in John’s
Gospel: “This is my commandment: love one another as I love
you” (John 15:12). So the pivot of Jesus’ moral revolution is love;
it is not just the center of his morality; it is the entire structure.

Our Lord’s righteousness goes beyond that of the Scribes and
Pharisees, because he is not concerned with negative legalisms but
with positively doing the will of God. He is not concerned with
carefully following complicated legalisms but with loving
attitudes after Jesus’ own model. His first concern is not with the
complexities of law but with the demanding ideal of love. Ina
word, his morality is internal, all encompassing and loving.

(Cual es la relacion entre la ley, la virtud y el amor? ;Como po-
demos conciliar los mandamientos, el legalismo y la libertad cristiana?
(Qué ensefia Jesus sobre la ley y la moral? El Evangelio de hoy es uno
de los mejores pasajes para comprender su ensefianza sobre la relacion
entre la ley y la moralidad.

Los fariseos en tiempos de Jests consideraban la ley mosaica como
la sintesis de toda la sabiduria, humana y divina, una guia de conducta
completa y segura, garantia de buenas relaciones con Dios. Jesus no
aceptaba este valor que se le atribuia a la ley, como lo demuestran su
propia inobservancia de las normas del sabado y de las leyes de pureza
levitica. Sin embargo, al comienzo del Evangelio de hoy, Jesus afirma
que su misién no es anular ni destruir la ley mosaica, sino cumplirla o
llevarla a su perfeccion final. Queria decir que sus discipulos debian
seguir fielmente su comprension completa y perfecta de la ley. Explica
lo que quiere decir con seis ejemplos (cuatro en este Evangelio y dos el
proximo domingo). En cada uno de estos seis ejemplos, Jesus presenta
una antitesis entre la antigua interpretacion de la ley y su propia
proclamacion de la ley perfecta. Sin embargo, no existe un patrén
sencillo ni uniforme.

En el primer ejemplo, Jests no solo prohibe el asesinato, sino
incluso la ira, que puede conducir al asesinato. Luego insiste en que las
relaciones fraternas son mas importantes que los deberes religiosos; es
decir, debemos reconciliarnos con nuestro projimo antes de presentar
nuestra ofrenda en el altar de Dios. En el segundo ejemplo, Jests no
solo prohibe el adulterio, sino también los deseos lujuriosos que
pueden llevar al adulterio. De nuevo, insiste en la disposicion interior,
no solo en los actos externos. En el tercer ejemplo, aborda la cuestion
del divorcio. Respecto al divorcio, existian dos posturas predominantes
en aquel entonces: la opinioén conservadora (Shammai), que solo
permitia el divorcio en caso de adulterio, y la opinion liberal (Hillel),
que lo permitia por causas menores. Jesus rechaza ambas posturas y no
permite el divorcio por ningin motivo. Aqui, y en otras tres citas de los
Evangelios, la ensefianza de Jests sobre el divorcio es muy estricta. En
el cuarto ejemplo, Jesus no solo prohibe los juramentos falsos, sino que
también da a entender que la veracidad debe basarse en la integridad
interior de la persona, sin los engafios ni la falta de confianza que
rodeaban algunos juramentos y votos de la época. En el quinto ejemplo
—que se leera la proxima semana— nuestro Sefior rechaza la ley del
talion de "ojo por 0jo" y propone la no resistencia. En el ultimo
ejemplo, Jests ensefia no solo el amor al projimo, sino también el amor
a los enemigos, siguiendo el ejemplo de Dios.

Para intentar resumir la ensefianza moral de Jests en dos
afirmaciones: Primero, toda la estructura de la moralidad humana que
Jests inculca se basa en la responsabilidad interna ante Dios y en los
mas altos principios universales. El punto esencial de la ética de Jesus
fue su cambio de énfasis, pasando de las reglas externas de los Diez
Mandamientos a las motivaciones internas. La moralidad para Jests no
consiste simplemente en evitar las malas acciones, sino en el deseo
interno y positivo del bien, porque la exigencia de obediencia de Dios
es una demanda absoluta y total, que abarca a toda nuestra persona en
todas nuestras relaciones. En segundo lugar, en estos seis ejemplos,
Jests presenta una moralidad atin mas exigente que la del Antiguo
Testamento: «No he venido a abolir [la ley moral], sino a
cumplirlay (Mateo 5:17). Pero basa toda su estructura motivacional en
el principio universal del amor. Recordemos aqui el mandamiento
resumido de Jesus en el Evangelio de Juan: «Este es mi mandamiento:
que os améis unos a otros como yo os he amado» (Juan 15:12). Asi
pues, el eje de la revolucion moral de Jesus es el amor; no es solo el
centro de su moralidad, sino toda su estructura.

La justicia de nuestro Sefior trasciende la de los escribas y fariseos,
porque no se centra en legalismos negativos, sino en cumplir
positivamente la voluntad de Dios. No le preocupa seguir
minuciosamente leyes complicadas, sino cultivar actitudes de amor,
siguiendo el ejemplo de Jests. Su principal preocupaciéon no son las
complejidades de la ley, sino el exigente ideal del amor. En resumen,
su moralidad es interna, integral y amorosa.

Catholic Lenten Guidelines

Catholic Lent requires fasting and abstinence on Ash Wednesday
and Good Friday (ages 1859 fast; 14+ abstain from meat), and
abstinence from meat on all Fridays of Lent. Fasting allows one
full meal and two smaller snacks, while abstinence forbids meat
but permits fish and dairy.

Exemptions: Those with specific health conditions (illness,
pregnancy, nursing) are exempt from these regulations.

pastoral ministry within our parishes. This workshop is intended

for pastoral agents, including catechists, coordinators, and parish volunteers,
and seeks to provide tools and guidance to help them better cope with the emo-
tional and spiritual challenges that often accompany pastoral service.
