Sundays Reflection

Christ had a lot of dreams. The most important one he told
his friends before he died: [I have a dream: that all my follow-
ers might learn to] “love one another as I love you” (John
15:12). Today’s readings deal with visions. The vision to
Abraham deals with a promise: “All the land that you see I will
give to you and your descendants forever. I will make your
descendants like the dust of the earth; if anyone could count the
dust of the earth, your descendants too might be counted Gene-
sis 13:15-16). In today’s Gospel, the vision given to the apos-
tles deals with the glory of Christ and was intended to strength-
en the faith of the apostles. All of us Christians share visions
about human life and this world. Along with other believers,
we share the vision that this world and the human beings in it
are basically good and valuable, not thoroughly evil and cor-
rupt; they can change and become better. The vision that Jesus
had about his followers goes even further; he envisioned all
Christians as bound together in unity: “That they may all be
one, as you, Father, are in me and I in you” (John 17:21). We
Christians have a similar vision for all the followers of Jesus.

But how are these Christians visions ever to become a reali-
ty? When is our God going to act in our history? How can
these visions ever be carried out? Part of our answer comes
from how God has already acted--as in the two readings today.
First consider Abraham. God called him and asked for a re-
sponse of faith. He tested Abraham profoundly by asking him
to sacrifice his only son. And that son was to be the means of
his countless descendants! Then God asked him to go to the
foreign land of Canaan. This was not what Abraham wanted or
envisioned, but he did follow God’s call. Next consider Jesus.
God’s way of redemption in Christ was not to be accomplished
by God’s divine power, nor by a magical act, but by the suffer-
ing and death of Jesus. What a strange way of redemption!
Peter and the apostles could not understand God’s way; Jesus
himself found it desperately hard to accept.

What do these two examples add up to? At least they mean
that God does not carry out his vision by means of divine pow-
er, but rather by his call, by human faith in responding to his
call, by human suffering and trial. So when we hear God’s
word today, “This is my beloved Son . . . listen to him,” we
have to see the vision in terms of Jesus. Our whole vision fol-
lows God’s way of salvation as shown in Christ. Our personal
Christian vision is carried out by our responding to God in
faith, by accepting the fulfillment of that vision which consists
of the reality of our actual human life. For us too, our vision is
carried out humanly, by means of trial and suffering and the
daily cross of human living.

This is not the way we would like our dreams fulfilled; this
is not the way we want to actualize our vision of human fulfill-
ment, of love and unity in Christ. We want God to actualize
our vision by his divine power and miraculous help. But he
does not act that way. God will only accomplish his complete
vision by his call and by our free response. He will only help
us to fulfill our vision freely, humanly and with our determined
effort to follow Jesus. There is only one way to fulfill our vi-
sion: “This is my beloved Son . . . listen to him,” learn his
way.

Cristo tuvo muchos suefios. El mas importante fue el que
les conto a sus amigos antes de morir: [Tengo un suefio: que
todos mis seguidores aprendan a] «amarse unos a otros como
yo los he amado» (Juan 15:12). Las lecturas de hoy tratan so-
bre visiones. La vision a Abraham trata de una promesa:
«Toda la tierra que ves te la daré a ti y a tu descendencia para
siempre. Har¢ tu descendencia como el polvo de la tierra; si
alguien puede contar el polvo de la tierra, también tu descend-
encia podra ser contada» (Génesis 13:15-16). En el Evangelio
de hoy, la vision dada a los apostoles trata sobre la gloria de
Cristo y tenia la intencion de fortalecer la fe de los apdstoles.
Todos los cristianos compartimos visiones sobre la vida hu-
mana y este mundo. Junto con otros creyentes, compartimos la
vision de que este mundo y los seres humanos que lo habitan
son basicamente buenos y valiosos, no completamente malos y
corruptos; pueden cambiar y ser mejores. La vision que Jests
tuvo sobre sus seguidores va aun mas alla; imaginé a todos los
cristianos como unidos: «Para que todos sean uno, como tu,
Padre, en mi y yo en ti» (Juan 17:21). Nosotros, los cristianos,
tenemos una vision similar para todos los seguidores de Jesus.

Pero ;como se haran realidad estas visiones cristianas?
(Cuando actuara nuestro Dios en nuestra historia? ;Coémo se
podran llevar a cabo estas visiones? Parte de nuestra respuesta
proviene de como Dios ya ha actuado, como en las dos lec-
turas de hoy. Primero, pensemos en Abraham. Dios lo llamo y
le pidi6 una respuesta de fe. Lo puso a prueba profundamente
al pedirle que sacrificara a su tnico hijo. ;Y ese hijo seria el
medio de sus innumerables descendientes! Luego, Dios le
pidi6 que fuera a la tierra extranjera de Canaan. Esto no era lo
que Abraham queria ni imaginaba, pero si sigui6 el llamado de
Dios. Luego, pensemos en Jesus. El camino de redencion de
Dios en Cristo no se lograria mediante el poder divino de Di-
os, ni mediante un acto magico, sino mediante el sufrimiento y
la muerte de Jesus. jQué extrafia forma de redencion! Pedro y
los apdstoles no podian comprender el camino de Dios; a Jesus
mismo le resultd desesperadamente dificil aceptarlo.

(Qué resumen estos dos ejemplos? Al menos significan que
Dios no realiza su vision mediante el poder divino, sino medi-
ante su llamado, mediante la fe humana al responder a su
llamado, mediante el sufrimiento y las pruebas humanas. Asi
que, cuando hoy escuchamos la palabra de Dios: «Este es mi
Hijo amado... escichenlo», debemos ver la vision desde la
perspectiva de Jesus. Toda nuestra vision sigue el camino de
salvacion de Dios, tal como se muestra en Cristo. Nuestra
vision cristiana personal se realiza respondiendo a Dios con fe,
aceptando el cumplimiento de esa vision, que consiste en la
realidad de nuestra vida humana. Para nosotros también, nues-
tra vision se realiza humanamente, mediante la prueba, el su-
frimiento y la cruz diaria de la vida humana.

Asi no es como quisiéramos que se cumplieran nuestros
suefios; asi no es como queremos hacer realidad nuestra vision
de plenitud humana, de amor y unidad en Cristo. Queremos
que Dios haga realidad nuestra visiéon mediante su poder
divino y su ayuda milagrosa. Pero €l no actaa asi. Dios solo
cumplira su vision completa mediante su llamado y nuestra
respuesta libre. El solo nos ayudard a realizar nuestra vision
libremente, humanamente y con nuestro esfuerzo decidido por
seguir a Jesus. Solo hay una manera de hacer realidad nuestra
vision: «Este es mi Hijo amado... escichenloy, aprendan su
camino.

Catholic Lenten Guidelines/ /Pautas
para la Cuaresma Catolica

Lent for Catholics requires fasting and abstinence on Ash Wednes-
day and Good Friday (ages 18-59 fast; 14+ abstain from mean on
all Fridays of Lent. Fasting allows one full meal and two smaller
snacks, while abstinence forbids meat but permits fish and dairy.

Exemptions: Those with specific health conditions (illness, preg-
nancy, nursing) are exempt from these regulations.

La Cuaresma para los catolicos requiere ayuno y abstinencia el
Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes Santo (los de 18 a 59 afios
ayunan; los de 14 afios o mas se abstienen de hacerlo todos los
viernes de Cuaresma). El ayuno permite una comida completa y
dos refrigerios mas pequefios, mientras que la abstinencia prohibe
la carne pero permite el pescado y los productos lacteos.

Exenciones: Estan exentas de estas regulaciones aquellas personas
con condiciones de salud especificas (enfermedad, embarazo, lac-
tancia).
