Sundays Reflection

One verse of the First Reading today gives a succinct sum-
mary of the faith-practice and life of the apostolic church:
“They devoted themselves to the teaching of the apostles and to
the communal life, to the breaking of the bread and to the pray-
ers.” We can learn from them how to strengthen our faith to-
day.

The early Christians knew that conversion to Christ was not
enough. If their faith was to grow and be intelligent and strong,
they first had to learn more about the teaching of Jesus and
about his life. They shared these accounts of Jesus’ life and
teaching regularly in their Sunday worship. In fact, these oral
accounts and instructions evolved over several years and were
finally written down for themselves and for us today. This was
the very process that led to the four Gospels. Consider one ex-
ample of these oral accounts—the one we find incorporated in
John’s Gospel today. John is wrestling with the very real prob-
lem in the post-apostolic church. That is, how could one
beli3eve in the risen Lord without having personally verified
that he is risen? His answer is: faith comes through hearing
the word of God, through hearing the risen Christ speak
through his disciples. They needed to hear Jesus and to know
him through those who experienced him personally; only then
would their faith be not naive and uninformed. Nor can our
faith be naive and uninformed today. We need to hear the same
evidence, the same narratives about Jesus constantly. Only
then will our faith be strong in the face of our increasingly un-
committed world.

Secondly, the apostolic church expressed their faith by “the
breaking of the bread.” This action was not the Eucharist but it
did have a distinctly sacred character. We know from the Acts
of the Apostles that such celebrations and prayer were distinc-
tive marks of the early Christian community. And so it is with
us. Our Sunday worship and prayer are our means of renewing
and strengthening our relationship with Jesus. Modern psy-
chology and our own experience affirm the absolute necessity
of such regular actions; for all human friendships must be con-
stantly expressed and fed or they fade away, become dormant
or dead. Since our relationship with Jesus is also a human
friendship, it follows the same norm. So unless we express that
friendship externally at Mass and Holy Communion with regu-
larity, it will fade away.

Thirdly, the early church expressed their faith by a
“common life” or fellowship. In some instances that common
life was quite extreme in the form of a freely chosen sharing of
possessions in common. Clearly our Christian life today is
very different; still it must have some form of sharing, some
sense of community. For in our faith too, “No man is an is-
land,” but needs the support of others. This parish as a whole,
our school, and the various groups within the parish are the
support that we absolutely need to follow Jesus faithfully. Ad-
mittedly, we are far from the ideal Christian community here in
our parish, but the early Church was also far from the ideal, as
we see abundantly in Paul’s epistles.

This is how the early church strengthened their faith in the
midst of an unbelieving and contradictory culture. We too are
increasingly challenged in our faith by the experiences of our
life and the questioning of modern American society. We need
all these helps to maintain and increase our faith in Jesus; that
is what we do each Sunday at Mass, as we experience Jesus in
word and sacrament. That is how we can strongly affirm with
Thomas today: “My Lord and my God!’

Un versiculo de la primera lectura de hoy ofrece un resumen
sucinto de la practica de la fe y la vida de la Iglesia apostolica:
“Se dedicaban asiduamente a la ensefianza de los apdstoles, a
la vida comunitaria, a la fraccion del pan y a las oraciones”.
Podemos aprender de ellos como fortalecer nuestra fe hoy.

Los primeros cristianos sabian que la conversién a Cristo
no era suficiente. Para que su fe creciera, se fortaleciera y se
fortaleciera, primero debian aprender mas sobre las ense-
fanzas de Jests y su vida. Compartian estos relatos de la vida
y las ensefianzas de Jesus regularmente en su culto dominical.
De hecho, estos relatos e instrucciones orales evolucionaron a
lo largo de varios afios y finalmente se escribieron para ellos y
para nosotros hoy. Este fue el proceso que condujo a los cuatro
Evangelios. Consideremos un ejemplo de estos relatos orales:
el que encontramos incorporado en el Evangelio de Juan hoy.
Juan lidia con un problema muy real en la iglesia postapostoli-
ca: ;como se podia creer en el Sefior resucitado sin haber veri-
ficado personalmente que habia resucitado? Su respuesta es: la
fe viene por escuchar la palabra de Dios, por escuchar a Cristo
resucitado hablar a través de sus discipulos. Necesitaban escu-
char a Jests y conocerlo a través de quienes lo experimentaron
personalmente; solo entonces su fe no seria ingenua ni desin-
formada. Nuestra fe tampoco puede ser ingenua ni desinforma-
da hoy. Necesitamos escuchar constantemente la misma evi-
dencia, las mismas narraciones sobre Jesus. Solo asi nuestra fe
sera fuerte ante un mundo cada vez mas inseguro.

En segundo lugar, la Iglesia apostdlica expreso su fe medi-
ante la fraccion del pan. Esta accion no era la Eucaristia, pero
si tenia un caracter claramente sagrado. Sabemos por los
Hechos de los Apdstoles que tales celebraciones y oraciones
eran caracteristicas distintivas de la comunidad cristiana primi-
tiva. Y lo mismo ocurre con nosotros. Nuestro culto y oracion
dominicales son nuestro medio para renovar y fortalecer nues-
tra relacion con Jesus. La psicologia moderna y nuestra propia
experiencia afirman la absoluta necesidad de tales acciones
regulares; pues todas las amistades humanas deben expresarse
y alimentarse constantemente, o se desvanecen, se vuelven
latentes 0 mueren. Dado que nuestra relacion con Jests
también es una amistad humana, sigue la misma norma. Por lo
tanto, a menos que expresemos esa amistad externamente en la
Misa y la Sagrada Comunion con regularidad, se desvanecera.

En tercer lugar, la iglesia primitiva expresaba su fe medi-
ante una vida en comun o fraternidad. En algunos casos, esta
vida en comun era bastante extrema, al compartir libremente
los bienes. Es evidente que nuestra vida cristiana actual es
muy diferente; aun asi, debe tener alguna forma de compartir,
algin sentido de comunidad. Porque también en nuestra fe,
«nadie es una islay, sino que necesita el apoyo de los demas.
Esta parroquia en su conjunto, nuestra escuela y los diversos
grupos dentro de la parroquia son el apoyo que necesitamos
absolutamente para seguir fielmente a Jesus. Es cierto que es-
tamos lejos de la comunidad cristiana ideal aqui en nuestra
parroquia, pero la Iglesia primitiva también estaba lejos de
serlo, como vemos abundantemente en las epistolas de Pablo.

Asi es como la iglesia primitiva fortalecio su fe en medio
de una cultura incrédula y contradictoria. Nosotros también
nos vemos cada vez mas desafiados en nuestra fe por las expe-
riencias de nuestra vida y el cuestionamiento de la sociedad
estadounidense moderna. Necesitamos todas estas ayudas para
mantener y acrecentar nuestra fe en Jesus; eso es lo que hace-
mos cada domingo en la misa, al experimentar a Jests en la
palabra y el sacramento. Asi es como podemos afirmar con
firmeza, como Tomaés hoy: "jSefior mio y Dios mio!".
