In the readings today, we have an implicit treatment of
the Christian experience of the triune God. In the Second
Reading, Paul affirms that God is the source of our redemp-
tion. But it is through Jesus Christ that this redemptive act
is performed: “We have been justified by faith . . . with
God through our Lord Jesus Christ.” And it is through the
Holy Spirit that . . .the love of God is poured out into our
hearts,” so that we can experience that redemptive action.
In the Gospel Jesus confirms that the revelation he brings us
is from the Father, and the Holy spirit makes that revelation
meaningful to each succeeding generation: “the Spirit of
Truth . . . will guide you to all truth.” All of this helps us to
understand the three persons of the Trinity insofar as they
relate to us. That is, Christ is God in his self-revelation; he
is the total, final, and complete revelation of God; he is God
inasmuch as he reveals himself; he is the best way of know-
ing what God is like. This means that the revelation of God
to us is a person, Jesus Christ. “In Christ dwells the whole
fullness of the deity bodily” (Colossians 2:9).

The Holy Spirit is the experience of God that we have as
individuals; the Spirit is the source of our personal relation-
ship to God; just because we have the Spirit of his Son, we
are children of God. And he is the one who makes God’s
revelation meaningful to us as individuals; he is the present
cause of all faith, love, and understanding that we have of
God. Thus the Spirit is God inasmuch as we possess him;
he is God in us and for us. This means the possession of
god is a person, the Holy Spirit. “This is how we know that
we remain in God and he in us, that he has given us of his
Spirit” (1 John 4:13).

Many Americans today prefer to avoid scrutinizing the
enigma of human existence. Yet it is only with difficulty
and constant activity, that many Americans can submerge
the questions and threats to human existence. For the ra-
tional nature urges us to make some sense out of our exist-
ence. As humans we must face the threat of limited time
and death; we as humans must face the threat of nothing-
ness. We must ask some questions about all of reality; why
is there anything at all? What is its source? As humans we
must face the reality of suffering and evil; and we must face
the threat of emptiness and meaninglessness.

In the face of all these threats to human existence, we do
have a choice: we can decide that reality is completely
void, empty, meaningless, accidental, irrational, and hope-
less; or we can decide that reality is ordered, reasonable,
with primal meaning and value, with an ultimate source and
goal. These two alternatives are each of a whole; we cannot
pick and choose parts of each. If we choose the first, then
all human life is meaningless and irrational. If we choose
the second, then all of reality has meaning and sense. But
the second alternative implies that God exists as the ground
of that life, meaning, value, hope, and goal. The second
alternative, then, includes the ultimate truth, sense and val-
ue of reality. And that fundamental faith does not come
from reason alone but from grace; it comes from the Spirit
as does all grace. Christ tells us that this is the work of the
Spirit—to lead us to this fundamental truth and to all truth:
“The Spirit of Truth . . . will guide us to all truth.” Without
our triune God, our human life is ultimately empty, mean-
ingless and hopeless. With faith in God, everything makes
sense and has great value.

En las lecturas de hoy, tenemos un tratamiento im-
plicito de la experiencia cristiana del Dios trinltario. En la
segunda lectura, Pablo afirma que Dios es la fuente de
nuestra redencion. Pero es por medio de Jesucristo que se
realiza este acto redentor: «Hemos sido justificados por la
fe... ante Dios por medio de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo». Y
es por medio del Espiritu Santo que « . . .el amor de Dios
se derrama en nuestros corazonesy, para que podamos ex-
perimentar esa accion redentora. En el Evangelio, Jesus
confirma que la revelacion que nos trae procede del Padre,
y el Espiritu Santo hace que esa revelacion tenga sentido
para cada generacion sucesiva: «el Espiritu de la Verdad...
os guiara a toda la verdad». Todo esto nos a¥uda a com-
prender a las tres personas de la Trinidad en la medida en
que se relacionan con nosotros. Es decir, Cristo es Dios
en su autorrevelacion; es la revelacion total, definitiva y
completa de Dios; es Dios en cuanto que se revela a si
mismo; es el mejor modo de conocer como es Dios. Esto
significa que la revelacion de Dios para nosotros es una
Fersona, Jesucristo. «En Cristo habita corporalmente toda

a plenitud de la divinidad» (Col 2,9). )

El Espiritu Santo es la experiencia de Dios que tene-
mos como individuos; el Espiritu es la fuente de nuestra
relacion personal con Dios; por el mero hecho de tener el
Espiritu de su Hijo, somos hijos de Dios. Y ¢l es quien
hace que la revelacion de Dios tenga sentido para nosotros
como individuos; €l es la causa presente de toda la fe, el
amor y la comprension que tenemos de Dios. Asi pues, el
Espiritu es Dios en la medida en que lo poseemos; es Dios
en nosotros y para nosotros. Esto significa que la posesion
de Dios es una persona, el Espiritu Santo. «En esto cono-
cemos que permanecemos en Dios y €l en nosotros: en que
nos ha dado de su Espiritu» (1 Jn 4,13).

Muchos estadounidenses prefieren hoy evitar escudri-
far el enigma de la existencia humana. Sin embargo, solo
con dificultad y actividad constante, muchos es-
tadounidenses pueden sumergirse en los interrogantes y
amenazas de la existencia humana. Porque la naturaleza
racional nos urge a dar algin sentido a nuestra existen-
cia. Como humanos debemos enfrentarnos a la amenaza
del tiempo limitado y de la muerte; como humanos debe-
mos enfrentarnos a la amenaza de la nada. Debemos
hacernos algunas preguntas sobre toda la realidad: ;por

u¢ existe algo? ;Cual es su origen? Como humanos

ebemos enfrentarnos a la realidad del sufrimiento y el
mal; y debemos enfrentarnos a la amenaza del vacio y el
sinsentido.

Ante todas estas amenazas a la existencia humana,
tenemos una eleccion: podemos decidir que la realidad es
completamente vacia, sin sentido, accidental, irracional y
sin esperanza; o0 podemos decidir que la realidad es or-
dgnad%, razonable, con un significado y un valor primor-
diales, con una fuente y un objetivo final. Estas dos alter-
nativas forman parte de un todo; no podemos elegir partes
de cada una. Si elegimos la primera, toda la vida humana
carece de sentido y es irracional. Si elegimos la segunda,
toda la realidad tiéne sentido y significado. Pero la'segun-
da alternativa implica que Dids existe como fundamento
de esa vida, sentido, valor, esperanza y meta. La segunda
alternativa, pues, incluye [a verdad, el sentido y el valor
primordial de la realidad. Y esa fe fundamental no pro-
cede solo de la razdn, sino de la gracia; procede del Es-
piritu, como toda gracia. Cristo nos dice que ésta es la
obra del Espiritu: conducirnos a esta verdad fundamental y
a toda la verdad: «EI Espiritu de la Verdad . . . nos guiara
a toda la verdady. Sin nuestro Dios trinitario, nuestra vida
humana es, en ultima instancia, vacia, sin sentido y sin
esperanza. Con fe en Dios, todo tiene sentido y valor.
