Sundays Reflection

So today we have the feast not just of St. Peter, but
of St. Peter and St. Paul. Peter, the first witness of the
Resurrection, and Paul the last (1 Cor 15:5,7). The two
complement each other, need each other, support each
other. Each had a special revelation about Jesus from
God the Father (Mt. 16:17; Gal 1:12 etc.). Each also
had a mission of unique and lasting importance for the
whole Church. So the First Eucharistic Prayer, the Ro-
man canon, in listing the Apostles, puts Peter and Paul
together at their head. The list has twelve members; so
to make up for the extra one, St. Matthias is relegated
to the second list of martyrs after the consecration and
anamnesis.

Is it wise? It would surely seem not to be wise ac-
cording to the wisdom of the world. Yet we know that
in fact it is wise according to the wisdom of God (cf. 1
Cor 1:26). For the Church as Christ’s Body is an ex-
tension of the mystery of the Incarnation. Grace is me-
diated though human means, the divine through the
earthly, and so Jesus entrusted his Church not to angels
but to men. We want all of these to be great Saints.
Historically of course very many Pastors have risen to
the heights of heroism and sanctity. Yet none of them
started as a flawless superman; all were frail human
creatures, sinners by definition, and sometimes their
judgement could lead them badly astray! Let us then
not be unduly unsettled, upset, scandalized, disheart-
ened, when we see Church leaders who are unfaithful,
or inconsistent, or worldly, or just weak. We do not for
that reason abandon the Church, which even in bad
times remains the one ark of salvation, ever the effica-
cious communion of love, apart from which, as the an-
cient Fathers said, there is no salvation. St. John of the
Cross wrote that where there is no love, put love, and
you will find love. So also: where there is no faith, put
faith; where there is no hope, put hope. That is virtue.
And if all around you seem weak, then is the time
above all to be strong.

After 21 centuries the Catholic Church continues to
stand. She stands on the witness of SS. Peter and Paul,
which does not change, because God does not change,
and neither, come to that, does human nature. We cele-
brate SS. Peter and Paul, because to do so gives honor
and glory to Jesus Christ the Lord, who chose them,
and conferred his own authority on them; Jesus, whom
they confessed, proclaimed, and bore witness to, even
to the shedding of their blood.

Asi pues, hoy celebramos la fiesta no so6lo de San Ped-
ro, sino de San Pedro y San Pablo. Pedro, el primer testigo
de la Resurreccion, y Pablo, el ultimo (1 Co 15,5.7). Los
dos se complementan, se necesitan, se apoyan. Cada uno
tuvo una revelacion especial de Dios Padre sobre Jests (Mt
16,17; Gal 1,12, etc.). Cada uno tenia también una mision
de importancia Uinica y duradera para toda la Iglesia. Por
eso la Primera Plegaria Eucaristica, el canon romano, al
enumerar a los Apdstoles, pone a Pedro y a Pablo juntos a
la cabeza. La lista tiene doce miembros; asi que para com-
pensar el que sobra, San Matias es relegado a la segunda
lista de martires después de la consagracion y la anamnesis.

(Es prudente? Seguramente no lo parece segun la
sabiduria del mundo. Sin embargo, sabemos que segun la
sabiduria de Dios (cf. 1 Co 1,26). lo es. En efecto, la Igle-
sia, como Cuerpo de Cristo, es una prolongacion del mis-
terio de la Encarnacion. La gracia se media a través de los
medios humanos, lo divino a través de lo terrenal, y por eso
Jesus confio su Iglesia no a los dngeles, sino a los hombres.
Queremos que todos ellos sean grandes Santos. Historica-
mente, por supuesto, muchos pastores han llegado a las al-
turas del heroismo y la santidad. Sin embargo, ninguno de
ellos comenzo6 como un superhombre impecable; todos eran
fragiles criaturas humanas, pecadores por definicion, y a
veces su juicio podia llevarles por mal camino. Por tanto,
no nos sintamos indebidamente inquietos, disgustados,
escandalizados, descorazonados, cuando los lideres de la
Iglesia son infieles, o incoherentes, o mundanos, o simple-
mente débiles. No por ello abandonamos a la Iglesia, que
incluso en los malos tiempos sigue siendo la Gnica arca de
salvacion, siempre comunion eficaz de amor, sin la cual,
como decian los antiguos Padres, no hay salvacion. San
Juan de la Cruz escribi6: "donde no hay amor, pon amor y
encontraras amor". Asi también: donde no haya fe, pon fe;
donde no haya esperanza, pon esperanza. Eso es virtud. Y si
todo a tu alrededor parece débil, entonces es el momento
sobre todo para ser fuerte.

Después de 21 siglos, la Iglesia catdlica sigue en pie. Se
apoya en el testimonio de San Pedro y San Pablo, que no
cambia, porque Dios no cambia y, por tanto, la naturaleza
humana tampoco. Celebramos a San Pedro y San Pablo,
porque hacerlo da honor y gloria a Jesucristo el Sefior, que
los eligio y les confirié su propia autoridad; Jesus, a quien
confesaron, proclamaron y dieron testimonio, incluso hasta
el derramamiento de su sangre.
