In Luke’s Gospel, Jesus sends out 70 disciples as his
ministers. Here Luke envisions the mission to the nations
of the earth—for they do not represent the twelve tribes of
Israel but the “seventy” nations of the world. Luke gives no
attention to the actual mission of the disciples but concen-
trates on the nature of their mission; that mission is simply
to represent Jesus himself and to overcome the power of
evil. They are to announce the reign of God and to help
those in need. Jesus’ approach to mission here is quite in-
structive for us in modern America. For modern Americans
are generally pragmatic, concerned with this world; they
tend to judge things by their effects. Just because Ameri-
cans are so pragmatic, they need Christians to be practical
and real—to be witnesses to that love of God in their lives;
to be ministers to one another. As one recent author put it:
. .. the Christian burden in the future will be different from
that of the past: less to proclaim Jesus by word than to fol-
low him in deed and loving service.” Especially today, ac-
tions speak louder than words.

We are all ministers of Jesus, ministers to one another.
To the extent that we minister to human needs of all kinds,
to that extent we are ministers of Jesus. For example, the
jobs we do each day minister to some human needs; not just
jobs that obviously serve others—such as nurse, social
worker, doctor—but all jobs minister to human needs.

Even jobs like accountants, computer operators, or garbage
collectors minister ultimately to people. If only we could
get that sense about our work, so that it would be a positive
motivating force for us. And similarly with the care we
take of our family—which we can easily see as a form of
love and service. Or the courtesy, kindness, friendliness,
and acceptance toward others all day long are forms of min-
istry. Or just listening to others’ troubles. Or putting up
with boring, self-centered people. All of these are everyday
forms of serving one another. There is no preaching in-
volved here; there is only the human, Christian response.
Similarly, we occasionally minister to pain or sorrow, by
visiting the sick or going to a wake or helping people in
need. All of these are effective ways of caring; all are
forms of Christian ministry and following Jesus. The mod-
el for such acts—came “not . . . to be served but to

serve” (Matthew 20:28).

This is a view of Christian ministry that is common and
ordinary. This turns the call of discipleship into simple,
common activities. That is just the point; we do not have
any life but an ordinary one; we do not engage in any activ-
ities but common, human ones. We are merely responding
to human needs in Christian ways. And occasionally peo-
ple may realize that our Christian faith and commitment is
about living, not about pious practices; it involves our
whole lives, not just “holy actions”; it requires effective
following of Jesus by doing, not just by preaching. Jesus
would say to us today: Just because you effectively try to
live your Christian faith, “rejoice because your names are
written in heaven.”

En el Evangelio de Lucas, Jesus envia a 70 discipulos como min-

istros suyos. Aqui Lucas imagina la mision a las naciones de la tierra,
pues no representan a las doce tribus de Israel, sino a las «setentay

naciones del mundo. Lucas no presta atencion a la mision real de los
discipulos, sino que se concentra en la naturaleza de su mision; esa
mision es simplemente representar a Jesus mismo y vencer el poder del

mal. Deben anunciar el reino de Dios y ayudar a los necesitados. El
enfoque que Jesus da aqui a la mision es bastante instructivo para no-

sotros en la América moderna. Porque los americanos modernos son
generalmente pragmaticos, preocupados por este mundo; tienden a

juzgar las cosas por sus efectos. Precisamente porque son tan
pragmaticos, necesitan que los cristianos sean practicos y reales, que
sean testigos del amor de Dios en sus vidas, que sean ministros los

unos de los otros. Como dijo un autor reciente «. . . la carga cristia-
na en el futuro sera diferente de la del pasado: menos proclamar a
Jesus de palabra que seguirle en obras y servicio amoro-

so». Especialmente hoy, las acciones hablan mas alto que las
palabras.

Todos somos ministros de Jesus, ministros unos de otros. Enla
medida en que atendemos necesidades humanas de todo tipo, en esa

medida somos ministros de Jestis. Por ejemplo, los trabajos que hace-
mos cada dia atienden algunas necesidades humanas; no sélo los traba-
jos que obviamente sirven a otros -como enfermero, trabajador social,
médico- sino todos los trabajos atienden necesidades hu-

manas. Incluso trabajos como el de contable, informatico o basurero

atienden, en ultima instancia, a las personas. Ojala pudiéramos tener
ese sentido de nuestro trabajo, de modo que fuera una fuerza motiva-

dora positiva para nosotros. Y lo mismo ocurre con el cuidado de
nuestra familia, que podemos ver facilmente como una forma de amor

y servicio. O la cortesia, amabilidad, simpatia y aceptacion hacia los
demas durante todo el dia son formas de ministerio. O simplemente
escuchar los problemas de los demas. O soportar a personas aburridas
y egocéntricas. Todas estas son formas cotidianas de servir a los
demas. No se trata de predicar, sino de dar una respuesta humana y

cristiana. Del mismo modo, de vez en cuando nos preocupamos por
el dolor o la tristeza, visitando a los enfermos, asistiendo a un velatorio

o ayudando a los necesitados. Todas estas son formas eficaces de
cuidar; todas son formas de ministerio cristiano y de seguir a

Jests. El modelo para tales actos es: "No vinisteis a ser servidos, sino
a servir" (Mateo 20:28).

Esta es una vision del ministerio cristiano que es comtn y cor-
riente. Esto convierte la llamada del discipulado en actividades sen-

cillas y comunes. Esa es precisamente la cuestion: no tenemos mas
vida que la ordinaria; no nos dedicamos a mas actividades que las co-

munes y humanas. Nos limitamos a responder cristianamente a las

necesidades humanas. Y, de vez en cuando, la gente puede darse
cuenta de que nuestra fe y nuestro compromiso cristianos consisten en
vivir, no en practicas piadosas; implican toda nuestra vida, no solo
"acciones santas"; requieren un seguimiento efectivo de Jesus hacien-

do, no solo predicando. Jesus nos diria hoy: Soélo porque intentéis
vivir efectivamente vuestra fe cristiana, "alegraos porque vuestros
nombres estan escritos en el cielo."
