· General information Document- See attached form.
· Applicant Essay- See attached form.
· Personal Resume- Please list your community and church activities, school extra-curricular, interests and hobbies, employment history and any honors/awards you have received while in high school
· High School Transcript(s)- Complete, except for last semester
· College Transcript(s)- for any college courses completed while in high school or for renewals
· Two letters of recommendation - Request and submit two (2) letters of recommendation, only one of which may be provided by a current or recent teacher or school employee, and one provided by a contact outside of the school district.  Do not use relatives or CCEF board members.
· Be sure to include all of the above or the application will be denied.

Completed applications are to be returned in a sealed envelope to the high school guidance office by the application deadline noted on the application packet cover page. The outside of the envelope must be marked with the student’s name and CCEF- Warner & Kolb Aviation Scholarship.

After submission of a complete application, selected students will be informed of the date, location and time for a personal interview with the scholarship committee. Failure to be present for the interview will disqualify the student from the selection process. The student should be prepared to speak with the scholarship committee about his/her application. 


Those students selected to receive a scholarship will receive further instructions outlining the eligibility requirements for disbursement of the scholarship award.

Scholarship decisions are made by the Warner & Kolb Family, scholarship committee which is comprised of district faculty members, CCEF board members and/or community members. The Clinton Community Educational Foundation has the final decision on all scholarship awards.
