Do not use relatives or The Clinton Community Educational Foundation (CCEF) board members.
· Be sure to include all of the above or the application will be denied.
[bookmark: _Hlk191675622]Completed applications are to be returned in a sealed envelope to the high school student services office by the application deadline noted on the application packet cover page. The outside of the envelope must be marked with the student’s name and CCEF- Harold Duane Harris Memorial Scholarship.
Those students selected to receive a scholarship will receive further instructions outlining the eligibility requirements for disbursement of the scholarship award.
There will be two scholarships awarded annually in the amount of $500 each. Scholarship decisions are made by the scholarship committee which is comprised of CCEF board members and family members of H. Duane Harris.  An interview is not required.  The family members of H. Duane Harris have the final decision on who is awarded the scholarships.
