Moses [as the leader [ho broYght the Israelites oYt of slaZer].

YoY, the teacher, are the leader [ho can bring the stYdents oYt of their slaZer], [hich is

lack of langYage, lack of kno[ledge and edYcation, and/or not haZing salZation throYgh

JesYs Christ.

God sees the sYǺering of his people [ho are in slaZer]. See [hat he sa]s in E\odYs 3:78:

E\odYs 3:7-8

"I haZe indeed seen the miser] of m] people in Eg]pt. I haZe heard them cr]ing oYt

becaYse of their slaZe driZers, and I am concerned aboYt their sYǺering. So I haZe come

do[n to rescYe them from the hand of the Eg]ptians and to bring them Yp oYt of that

land into a good and spacioYs land, a land Ǽo[ing [ith milk and hone]--

God talks to Moses to tell him he is sending him.

E\odYs 3:10

ƸSo no[, go. I am sending ]oY to Pharaoh to bring m] people the Israelites oYt of Eg]pt."

Moses qYestions his [orthiness to do the job.

E\odYs 3:11
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BYt Moses said to God, "Who am I that I shoYld go to Pharaoh and bring the Israelites oYt

of Eg]pt?"

God responds to Moses that it is not aboYt Moses, bYt instead aboYt Godƶs presence.

E\odYs 3:12

And God said, "I [ill be [ith ]oY.ƹ

Moses argYed [ith God and gaZe e\cYses for [h] he [asnƶt qYaliǻed for the job.

E\odYs 4:10

Moses said to the LORD, "Pardon ]oYr serZant, Lord. I haZe neZer been eloqYent, neither

in the past nor since ]oY haZe spoken to ]oYr serZant. I am slo[ of speech and tongYe."

God reminded Moses of his po[er.

E\odYs 4:11-12

The LORD said to him, "Who gaZe hYman beings their moYths? Who makes them deaf or

mYte? Who giZes them sight or makes them blind? Is it not I, the LORD? No[ go; I [ill

help ]oY speak and [ill teach ]oY [hat to sa]."

Moses tells God to get someone else.

E\odYs 4:13

BYt Moses said, "Pardon ]oYr serZant, Lord. Please send someone else."
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E\odYs 4:14-17

Then the LORD's anger bYrned against Moses and he said, "What aboYt ]oYr brother,

Aaron the LeZite? I kno[ he can speak [ell. He is alread] on his [a] to meet ]oY, and he

[ill be glad to see ]oY. YoY shall speak to him and pYt [ords in his moYth; I [ill help

both of ]oY speak and [ill teach ]oY [hat to do. He [ill speak to the people for ]oY, and

it [ill be as if he [ere ]oYr moYth and as if ]oY [ere God to him. BYt take this staǺ in

]oYr hand so ]oY can perform the signs [ith it."

God [as frYstrated [ith Moses for not trYsting God's plan to Yse him as the leader of the

Israelites. We shoYld trYst God [hen he tells Ys to do a job. He [ill Yse an]one [ho is

[illing to serZe him. His po[er and his pYrposes [ill be done becaYse he is the Lord. He

is good and he is trYst[orth]. Set do[n ]oYr fears and sa] to the Lord, "Here am I! Send

me!"

Moses ǻnall] accepted this assignment from God to rescYe the Israelites, bYt it [as jYst

the beginning of troYbles, trials, and the plagYes God sent Ypon the Eg]ptians.

Moses and Aaron depended on God for eZer] interaction [ith the Pharaoh and trYsted

Godƶs timing, eZen among the most diǽcYlt challenges the] faced.

Moses, Aaron, and the Spirit of God ǻnall] receiZed the information the] [ere freed from

Pharaoh, bYt the] then needed to Ǽee their slaZer] and [alk into freedom.

God led them oYt of slaZer] b] taking the long [a] instead of a shortcYt. The shortcYt

had temptation along the path. God took them the long [a] to steer them a[a] from the

temptation to go back into slaZer].

Godƶs [a]s are not eas]. It is a long road, bYt the short road takes Ys back to slaZer].
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E\odYs 13:17

When Pharaoh let the people go, God did not lead them on the road throYgh the

Philistine coYntr], thoYgh that [as shorter. For God said, "If the] face [ar, the] might

change their minds and retYrn to Eg]pt."

The] [ere led b] the spirit of God. He [as al[a]s [ith them, morning and night.

E\odYs 13:21-22

B] da] the LORD [ent ahead of them in a pillar of cloYd to gYide them on their [a] and

b] night in a pillar of ǻre to giZe them light, so that the] coYld traZel b] da] or night.

Neither the pillar of cloYd b] da] nor the pillar of ǻre b] night left its place in front of the

people.

After Pharaoh let them go, he reali^ed it [as a bad idea and chased after them.

The slaZe o[ner neZer [ants to let the slaZes go.

E\odYs 14:5

When the king of Eg]pt [as told that the people had Ǽed, Pharaoh and his oǽcials

changed their minds aboYt them and said, "What haZe [e done? We haZe let the

Israelites go and haZe lost their serZices!"

Pharaoh and his armies chased them do[n and approached them on their [a]. The

Israelites [ere afraid and thoYght the] [oYld be killed.

E\odYs 4:10-12

As Pharaoh approached, the Israelites looked Yp, and there [ere the Eg]ptians,

marching after them. The] [ere terriǻed and cried oYt to the LORD. The] said to Moses,

"Was it becaYse there [ere no graZes in Eg]pt that ]oY broYght Ys to the desert to die?

What haZe ]oY done to Ys b] bringing Ys oYt of Eg]pt? Didn't [e sa] to ]oY in Eg]pt,

'LeaZe Ys alone; let Ys serZe the Eg]ptians'? It [oYld haZe been better for Ys to serZe the

Eg]ptians than to die in the desert!"

Moses led them [ith VISION!

E\odYs 14:13-14

Moses ans[ered the people, "Do not be afraid. Stand ǻrm and ]oY [ill see the

deliZerance the LORD [ill bring ]oY toda]. The Eg]ptians ]oY see toda] ]oY [ill neZer

see again. The LORD [ill ǻght for ]oY; ]oY need onl] to be still."

Moses led them in ACTION!

E\odYs 14:15-16

Then the LORD said to Moses, "Wh] are ]oY cr]ing oYt to me? Tell the Israelites to moZe

on.

Raise ]oYr staǺ and stretch oYt ]oYr hand oZer the sea to diZide the [ater so that the

Israelites can go throYgh the sea on dr] groYnd.

Israelites [alk into freedom!

E\odYs 14:19-23, 30
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Then the angel of God, [ho had been traZeling in front of Israel's arm], [ithdre[ and

[ent behind them. The pillar of cloYd also moZed from in front and stood behind them,

coming bet[een the armies of Eg]pt and Israel. ThroYghoYt the night the cloYd broYght

darkness to the one side and light to the other side; so neither [ent near the other all

night long. Then Moses stretched oYt his hand oZer the sea, and all that night the LORD

droZe the sea back [ith a strong east [ind and tYrned it into dr] land. The [aters [ere

diZided, and the Israelites [ent throYgh the sea on dr] groYnd, [ith a [all of [ater on

their right and on their left.

E\odYs 14:30

That da] the LORD saZed Israel from the hands of the Eg]ptians, and Israel sa[ the

Eg]ptians l]ing dead on the shore.

Moses led them in WORSHIP!

E\odYs 15:1-3

Then Moses and the Israelites sang this song to the LORD: "I [ill sing to the LORD, for he

is highl] e\alted. Both horse and driZer he has hYrled into the sea. "The LORD is m]

strength and m] defense; he has become m] salZation. He is m] God, and I [ill praise

him, m] father's God, and I [ill e\alt him. The LORD is a [arrior; the LORD is his name.
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God has alread] chosen ]oY for to do good [orks.

He has neZer doYbted ]oY, becaYse it is not dependent on ]oYr po[er. His pYrposes

[ill be completed becaYse of his presence and his po[er.

He inZites ]oY into his grand stor] of salZation. He [ants ]oY to be the leader [ho

brings along those [ho are enslaZed. He cares aboYt the sYǺering of his people and

he plans to bring them oYt of slaZer] and into freedom!

YoY are best serZing God [hen ]oY are connected [ith the Spirit of God. He [ill tell

]oY [hat to do and [hen to do it.
