Dear Mr. Deis:

As requested, this letter is a follow up to a meeting held at the Woodland Lakes Residential and
Recreational lJousing Development on August 13, 2014, with representatives of the Woodland
Lakes Trusteeship, Inc, the Washinglon County Department of Health and the Department of
Natural Resornces to discuss the method of waitewater treatment within the develooment. A
copy ofthe attendance record is enclosed for your convenience.

Before we discuss the method of wastewater treatment within the Woodland Lakes Residential
H_ousing. Development (Development) we should review jurisdiction of domestic wastewater in
Missouri and the residential housing development rule l0 csR 20-6.030.

JURISDICII'ON of DOMESTIC WASTEWATER in MISSOURIo The Department of Health and Senior Services, Onsite Wastewater Treatment Program or the
Washington County Health Department have jurisdiction for permitting all single iamily
onsite wastewater treatment (septic) systems, single family lagoons (one lagooi serving one
house) and holding tanks.

o They also trave jurisdiction for other sources of domestic wastewater when the maximum
daily flows are less than or geual to 3,000 gallons per day from multiple-family developments
(duplexes, apartments, hotels, dormitories), clustei systems serving more than one builhing or
residences, commercial and restaurants that disperse-effluent in a irbsurface soil absorptio"n
system or hLolding tank.

o The Department of Natural Resources has jurisdiction for determining the method of
wastewater treatment within residential housing developments (subdiirisions), recreational
developme:nts, and multiple-family developments (duplexes, apartments, or individual
residences on individual lots) connected to the same onsite waitewater treatment (cluster)
ly{em with subsurface soii dispersal when the maximum daily flows are less than or equal to
3,000 gallons per day.

o The Departnlegt of Natural Resources has jurisdiction for all lagoons other than single family,
any source of domestic wastewater when the maximum daily flows is greater than 3,000
gallons per day," alldirect discharges regardiess of the maximum daily-flows and all.industrial
wastewater, which is anything not defined as domestic wastewater.

by a common name, as- part of a common promotional ilan, will in total coniiitut. u residential
housing development."

10.CSR 20-6-030(1XD) 1 states; "...developments with lots less than 0.92 acres (40,000 sq. ft.)
gnly-a centralized wastewater collection and treatment system is acceptable for the
development."'

10 CSR 20-6-030 (5) describes a recreational development when land is sold or leased for the
purpose of carnping in recreational vehicles. In order to be considered a recreational
development the restrictive covenants must prohibit continuous year round living on the lot and
no cabins or other structures will be allowed that could be used fot yeat roundie-sidential
ptxposes.

Lot sizes dete.rmined by 10 CSR 20-6.030 are not mitigatgd by proposing a specific type of
individual onsite wastewater treatment system on any individuai loi.

PROJECT DISCUSSION
The Woodland Lakes Residential Housing Development is located within portions of Sections 5,
9,-7-,-8, 17 , 18" Township iq Ngtt_h, Range 01 Wesi and portions of Sections 1 and 12, fo*"sfrip
39 North, Range 02 West in Washington County, Misso'uri and covers approximately 3,02,4-

acres.

For the purpo-se of the Woodland Lakes Residential Housing Development, the Woodland Lakes
Trusteeship,.Inc. have,responsibility to ensure compliance oTthe Missouri ble* Water Law or
any state or local regulation and that there shall be iro violations.

puring the Atrgust 13,79]4,m.e9ting the Woodland Lakes Trusteeship, Inc. provided a letter
from the Depertment of Natural Resources, dated April 7, 1980, approving tlie method of
wastewater treatment with specific conditions that included;

o "Septic tanks followed by soil absorption fields will be allowed with individual water
supply...where the lots are of 3 acres or more in size.',
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o "An individual no 
f,r;gtrqee holding tank shall be used on lots with individual water supply...

where the lots are Il3 to 3 acres in size.',r "On Lots that are or,will be occupied temporary...a septic tank followed by a soil absorption
field will tre allowed if. . . the soii is suita6le foi use of a soil 

"Ur"tpii"" 
n.ia. . .,,o "On lots v'here a soil absorption field is to be used there must be ai least four feet (4') of soil

b9nea1!r thr: proposed trench bottom and above rock formations, oi aoy ottto i-p"*i6,rt
strata."

That letter went on to state; "Although^there are 4000 lots in the development ranging in size
from 0.33 acre to 3.0 acres.or.more,Information su_pplied to the t.put6;;ii*rirr Jnty 4oo
dwelling-s-are to be built within the development. Oithese, only 6d awettlngs are expecied to be
occupied by trrermanent residents."

The letter con.cluded by stating; "There shall_be no_significant deviation or change from the
approved method of wastewater disposal without firslsecuring sritten [sic] apprdval from the
Department."

A copy.of the Department of Natural Resources Apiil 7, lgS},letter is enclosed for your
converuence.

Further revierv of documentation suppliq4 UV the Woodland Lakes Trusteeship, Inc. indicated
that the original 1,-000 lots described witlin ihe April 7 , lg80letter were not dnly resubdivid,ed
and reconfigqred doubling the number of lots butihe nature of use was also changed. The
following table indicates the number of lots and nature of use as of Ausust 13" 20i4.

pnfortulately, there was no documentation demonstrating that the reconfiguration and additional
lots received written- approval from the D_epqtment of Nitural Resources is required within the
residential housing development rule 10 CSR 20-6.030.

CONCLUSION
Regrettably, the reconfiguration and additional lots along with the change in their nature of use
was done without writtenapproval for the method of waitewater treatmlnt and the Development
is therefore in violation of tl're Missouri Clean Water Law and 10 CSR 20-6.030 "Disposalbf
Wastewater inL Residential Housing Developments,'.

To ensure there are no further violations the Woodland Lakes Trusteeship, Inc. shall follow the
ten conditions listed:

1) lherg shall be no further resubdivision, reconfrguration, or additional lots within the
Development beyond what is designated in Table 1 without first receiving written approval
for the method of wastewater treatment from the Department ofNatural {esources.
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2) The nature of use shall not be changed beyond what is designated in Table 1 without first
receiving written approval for the methodof wastewater tr&tment from the Department of
Natural Resources.

3) The Department of Natural Resources recognizes that numerous individual onsite wastewater
systems were installed on lots where the method of wastewater treatment was not approved.
To.ensure public.healthis protecle{ th9 Washington County Department of Health hasjurisdictional authority for-all existing individuaT onsite wastewater treatment systems within
the Devel,cpment.

4) Camping lots, shall be considered recreational and used for carnping only; without any type
of wastew'ater treatment svstem.t Camp.ing^lots that hav-e individual onsite wastewater treatment system installed before

August 13,2014 are subject to condition 3 of this determination.r No ne'w onsite wastewater treatment-systems including "holding tanks" of any size or nature
shall be installed on acamping lot without first securiig written'approval from the
Deparlment of Natural Resources for the method of waftewater trbatment.o In order for the camping lots to be considered recreational the Development's restrictive
covenants must pr.ohibit continuous year round living on those lots and that no cabins or
other structures will be allowed that could be used fo"r year round residential trtp";;;

5) Ygltl-l"ryose.and Building lots in existence as of August 13,2014, can be served by
individual onsite wastewater treatment systems provid"ed they meet and/or exceed all
requirements set forth in RSMo 7 0l .02i thro ulgh Z0 t .5 9 and regulations promulgated under
thosc statutcs as_administercd by Washington Clounty Dcpartmcit of Hcalth, or tfr'"
Department of Health and Senior Services, Onsite Wastewater Treatment program.

6) This- determination should not be construed as to_obligate the Washington County Department of
Health, or the Department ofHealth and Senior ServiEes, Onsite Wasiewater Treatmdnt p;o;;;
lo approve the use of any individual onsite wastewater treatment systems on any lot within tfiL-
Development.

7) The effluent fromany individual onsite wastewater treatment system on any lot within the
Development shall be contained on the lot and handled in such a manner thlt there are no fuither
violations of the Missouri clean water Law and regulations.

8) This dete-rmination should not be construed as approval for the method of wastewater treatment
9n qny of the lots that were resubdivided, reconfigured, or where the nafure of use *ur 

"nu"g"din violation of the Missouri clean water Law and"its regulations.

9) The Woodland Lakes Trusteeship, Inc. shall inform all current and future property owners of the
conditions set forth in this determination and are responsible to ensure theie are nb further
violations of the Missouri Clean Water Law, or any bther state or loeal regulations.

10) Failure to obtain written approval from the Department of Natural Resources for the method
of wastewater treatrnent fora.nV changewith respect to the nature of use, expansion,
resubdivision or reconfiguration of any lot shdlbe considered a continued violation of the
Missouri Clean Water Law and its regulations and will result in enforcement action.
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If the Woodlard Lakgs Trusteeship,- Inc. or any current lot owners are affected by this decision,
jlrey may.appeal^this letter to have the matter lieard by the Administrative Hearing Commission.
T9.apnqaJ, the affected p^arfymust file a petition withthe Administrative Hearingtommission*itltp thirty (30) days qfter the date this decision was mailed or the date it was d'ehvered,
whichever date was earljer. .If.*y such petition is sent by registered mail or certified *uil, it *ill
be deemed filed on the date it is mailed;1f it is sent by any mlthoa other than registered mail or
certified mail, it will be deemed filed on the date it is-received by the Administrative Hearing
Commission.
