PoP Bucks are given to kids participating in the Power of Produce (PoP) Program 
aimed at teaching kids about local fruits and vegetables.  
PoP bucks may be used to purchase: fruits, vegetables, herbs, and plant starts that 
grow fruits, vegetables, or herbs. No change can be given.  

  
 
 
 
Market Buck can be used to purchase anything at the market. $1, $5 and $10 
currencies. These should be treated as cash, so change may be given.

Bicycle Buck can be used to purchase anything at the market.  
These should be treated as cash, so change may be given.

WIC & FMNP (Farmers Market Nutrition Program) Senior Checks may only be accepted by registered growers with FMNP 
grower numbers. Limited to fresh produce. No change can be given. Stamp checks with your 4 digit market code and 4 digit 
grower number then deposit into your own banking account. Must be added into your total sales but do not redeem to the market.
