VI Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario Mateo 5:17-37 
En la Palabra de Dios de hoy, Jesús nos invita a observar una ley 
más perfecta. Nos llama a aprender a cumplirla, dando ejemplos 
concretos de cómo debemos comportarnos. El Salmo de hoy nos 
recalca lo siguiente: “Felices los de conducta intachable, los que 
caminan en la ley del Señor. Felices los que guardan sus manda-
tos y lo buscan de todo corazón” (Salmo 118:1-3). La dicha de 
ser feliz consiste en saber comportarse correctamente en cada 
circunstancia de la vida. ¿Cómo lograrlo? ¿A qué debemos afer-
rarnos para ser verdaderamente felices? Ya escuchamos las 
Bienaventuranzas el domingo antepasado, y con ellas hemos 
comenzado a practicar cómo vivir en esa felicidad que proviene 
de Dios. Guardar los mandatos del Señor, es decir, los Man-
damientos, es la base de la moral cristiana, y el camino seguro 
hacia la Sabiduría de Dios.

Les aseguro que ya han recibido su paga.’ ¿Qué 
paga, sino la alabanza de los hombres?” Señor, enséñanos a 
estar abiertos de todo corazón a tu Espíritu, ya que solo Él podrá 
empujarnos a practicar el amor, la justicia y la paz.

TO SCHEDULE A BAPTISM 
1. Parent(s) must be registered parishioner(s). 
 
2. Parents and Godparents must take a pre-baptismal 
class first before setting the baptism date. 
 
3. If the child(ren) is/are older than 7 years they have 
to take a special class. 
 
4. If the parents want another Priest to baptize the 
child, the family needs to contact that Priest on their 
own and then contact the parish to schedule the date. 
 
5. If the sponsors are in another parish they can take 
the classes in that parish and bring a stamped letter 
stating that they took the classes in their parish. 
 
6. Sponsor/Godparent requirements MUST: 

• Be 16 years or older 

• Be baptized in the Catholic Church 

• Be Confirmed and submit proof of confirmation 

• Be One Male and One Female married by the 
church OR just One single Male and/or One single 
Female who do not live with a significant other. 

 
7. If the Sponsor/Godparent are married by the Cath-
olic church, we also need a copy of the marriage cer-
tificate from the church they were married. 
 
After all the parties attend a baptismal class and we 
receive the required proofs, the parent(s) visit the 
church office to complete a Baptismal Stipend form 
and pay a $40 donation to help support the parish. 
  

Baptisms are scheduled on Saturday or Sunday only. 

Saturday times, if available, are: 10am, 1pm or after 

the 6pm mass. Baptisms on Sunday are after the 1pm 

mass only.
