15 de agosto 2021
La Asuncion de la Santisima Virgen Maria

Toda la Liturgia de hoy esta llena de un profundo
sentido de alegria. La antifona de entrada es un
ejemplo de ello: “Alegrémonos todos en el Sefior y
alabemos al Hijo de Dios junto con los dngeles, al ce-
lebrar hoy la Asuncién al cielo de nuestra Madre la
Virgen Maria”. A este ambiente de gozo se unen las
tres lecturas. El Apocalipsis nos describe, a vivos
colores, la misteriosa vision de la mujer y el dragén.

El Evangelio de San Lucas nos llena de gozo al
escuchar la apertura y confianza de Maria a los pla-
nes de Dios en ella.

El Papa Francisco agrega estos puntos de reflexion
con referencia a esta Solemnidad: “La Iglesia hoy
nos invita a contemplar este misterio. Este nos mues-
tra que Dios quiere salvar al hombre por completo,
alma y cuerpo. --- La asuncién de Maria, criatura hu-
mana, nos da la confirmacién de nuestro destino glo-
rioso. --- Nuestro cuerpo, transfigurado, estard alli.
Esto --- la resurreccion de la carne --- es un elemento
propio de la revelacion cristiana, una piedra angular
de nuestra fe” (8/15/2018). Mientras llega este dia
de ver a Dios cara a cara, me uno a Maria y procla-
mo la grandeza del Todopoderoso: “Proclama mi
alma la grandeza del Seiior, y mi espiritu se alegra
en Dios mi Salvador, porque se fijé en su humilde es-
clava, y desde ahora todas las generaciones me lla-
maran feliz” (Lucas 1:46-47). Pidamos a la Virgen
Maria, en esta Eucaristia, que interceda ante su Hijo
por nosotros.
