4° Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Ser cristiano es ser un profeta comprometido en el
amor y en la esperanza. La Liturgia de hoy, por me-
dio del profeta Jeremias, nos pone en alerta sobre
este asunto del llamado de Dios al discipulado ya
desde el vientre materno: “Antes de formarte en el
seno de tu madre, ya te conocia; antes de que tu na-
cieras, yo te consagré, y te destiné a ser profeta de las
naciones” (Jeremias 1,5). Para comprender con ma-
yor claridad y poner manos a la obra en este llama-
do, debemos recordar que, el domingo pasado, Je-
sus se encontraba en la sinagoga de Nazaret y sus
ultimas palabas del pasaje de la Escritura decian:
