3. If the children are older than 7 years they have to take a 
special class. 
4. If the parents want another Priest to baptize the child, 
the family needs to contact that Priest on their own and 
then contact the parish to schedule the date. 
5. If the sponsors are in another parish they can take the 
classes in that parish and bring a stamped letter stating 
that they took the classes in their parish. 
6. Sponsors must have: 
• 15 years or more 
• Be baptized in the Catholic Church 
• Have First Communion and Confirmation 
7. The Godparents can only be One Male and One Female 
together or just One Male alone or One Female alone. 
8. If the godparents are married by the church we need a 
copy of the marriage certificate. 
9. A $40.00 donation is requested for the church to help 
support the parish.

15º Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

 Ser bautizado en la iglesia Católica 
 Tener Primera Comunión y Confirmación 
7. Los padrinos solo pueden ser un hombre y una mujer 
juntos o solo un hombre solo o una sola mujer. 
8. Si los padrinos están casados por la iglesia necesitamos 
una copia del certificado de matrimonio. 
9. Se pide una donación de $40.00 para la iglesia para ayu-
dar con el sustento de  la parroquia. Por favor cubra esta 
donación al apartar la fecha. 
10. Si tiene usted alguna pregunta llame a la oficina de la
