GOSPEL MEDITATION - 2nd Sunday of Easter
(Sunday of Divine Mercy) John 20:19-31
“Then he said to Thomas, ‘Put your finger here and see my hands,
and bring your hand and put it into my side, and do not be unbe-
lieving, but believe.”” (John 20:27)
In my early 20s, | volunteered at a parish youth group. | wit-
nessed teens encountering Jesus with a fresh, romantic wonder
that reminded me of my own teenage conversion. But some-
thing had changed in me. | was quietly jaded and cynical.
When teens shared stories of encountering Christ, I'd want to
sarcastically murmur, “Well, good for you.” | had grown suspi-
cious of the zeal | once knew.
Then we brought the group on a pilgrimage. | was standing in
an old church in France, ignoring a long-winded tour guide. |
found myself before a crucifix. In that moment, | heard some-
thing, not audibly, but unmistakably in my heart: “I came to be
your friend... and you wish to be my enemy? Why do you
stand far from me? | suffer gladly for you. | was pierced for
you. Why do you run from me?2” My heart opened. | saw how
cold and cynical | had become. But Jesus had not given up on
me. He had returned, and his mercy broke through.
So | can relate to the scoffing — and transformation — of
Thomas when the Risen Jesus presents his wounds for inspection.
Thomas is not simply doubting; he is guarded, suspicious, even
cynical. But Jesus comes to him. No lecture. Just understanding
and mercy. He invites Thomas to touch his wounds. This burns
away his cynicism like the morning mist.
Divine Mercy Challenge: This week, rejoice with someone who
is newly alive in faith. If your own heart has grown skeptical or
tired, ask Jesus to help you. He will.

TO SCHEDULE A BAPTISM

1. Parent(s) must be registered parishioner(s).

2. Parents and Godparents must take a pre-baptismal
class first before setting the baptism date.

3. If the child(ren) is/are older than 7 years they have
to take a special class.

4. If the parents want another Priest to baptize the
child, the family needs to contact that Priest on their
own and then contact the parish to schedule the date.
5. If the sponsors are in another parish they can take
the classes in that parish and bring a stamped letter
stating that they took the classes in their parish.

6. Sponsor/Godparent requirements MUST:

e Be 16 years or older

e Be baptized in the Catholic Church

e Be Confirmed and submit proof of confirmation

e Be One Male and One Female married by the
church OR just One single Male and/or One single
Female who do not live with a significant other.

7. If the Sponsor/Godparent are married by the Cath-

olic church, we also need a copy of the marriage cer-

tificate from the church they were married.

After all the parties attend a baptismal class and we
receive the required proofs, the parent(s) visit the
church office to complete a Baptismal Stipend form
and pay a $40 donation to help support the parish.

Baptisms are scheduled on Saturday or Sunday only.
Saturday times, if available, are: 1T0am, 1pm or after
the 6pm mass. Baptisms on Sunday are after the 1pm
mass only. Please call the office at 785.232.5088 if
you have any questions.
