Dear Parish Family,
             In Jesus’ time, many believed that the Messiah had come to establish a new political situation in
Israel, chasing away the Romans and establishing a new unified Jewish kingdom in the land. Jesus tells us
clearly, however, that His kingdom is not of this world. There are even some Christians who continue to
paint Christ as a warrior rather than a Savior. But he came to establish a kingdom that is far more powerful
than any earthly political reality. He came to establish a kingdom of light and peace – two overwhelmingly
powerful realities. 
        The Christian often finds himself/herself standing over a great divide, with a foot in two worlds, one
foot in this present world, and another foot forward in the world of God’s Kingdom. This position can be
hard to deal with, but what we learn from the Scriptures in the Easter season teaches us how to live well in
this life and come to be together with God in the Kingdom of Heaven.
            In many Christian faith communities, there is a tension between looking beyond this world towards
the promises of Christ and the missionary action required by the Christian in the here and now. The
Paschal Mystery - the Passion, Death, Resurrection, and Ascension of Our Lord gives us a model of how to
act in this present world with our focus rooted in and fixed on what God has prepared for us beyond this
world. Jesus tells us to preach repentance and forgiveness for our sins accomplished by His Sacrifice, and
this will accomplish work for His Kingdom. We are called to preach the power of repentance and
forgiveness, not judgment and condemnation. So many Christians find it easy to judge and condemn the
other rather than sharing the compelling witness of our own conversion from sin and transformation in
grace.
           Jesus reminds his beloved friends that what He did and said, and in fact the whole of Scripture exists
to unveil the All-powerful God to His people and to help them live in this world so that they can have a life
that lasts forever in His kingdom. That way, with one foot in this world and another foot in His Kingdom,
we won’t lose our balance and fall, but rather be in the best position to move forward securely in His Love.
