The Board of Directors has the sole power to and shall from
time to time fix and determine the apounts necessary to pay the
assessments. Assessments include those expenses described in the
Declaration and Restrictions, and any other expenses designated
as assessments by the Board of Directors, under the awthority and
sanction of the Declaration and Restrictionms.

The Board of Directors shall mail copies of the proposed
annual budget of assessments to the Voting Members amnually, so
long as -the-initial Board remains in office or the Declarant is
in control of the Hoard of Directors, the Board shall mot impose
an assessment for any year greater than five (5%) percent above
the prior fiscal or calendar year's assessment without approval
of two-thirds (2/3) of each class of Members qualified to vote in
person or by proxy at a meeting duly called for this purpose.

Funds for the payment of assessments shall be assessed

against and shall be a lien against the Lots in equal proportion
or percentage.

Regular assessments shall be paid by the Members on the
first of each month.

Special assessments, should they be required by the Board of

Directors, shall be levied and paid in the same manner as regular
assessments.

When the Board of Directors has determined the amount of any
assessnent, the Secretary shall tronsmit a statement of such
assessmont to each Lot Owner. Asscssments are payable at the
office of the Corporation.
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Assessments are necessarily made upon projections and esti-
mates of the Board of Directors, and may be in excess of or less
than the sums required to meet the requirements of the mainte.

Each Lot Owner shall be individually
responsible for the payment of assessments against his Lot and for the payment of
reasonable attorneys' fees, late fees and costs incurred by the Corporation in the
collection of sums due and the enforcement of any lien held by the Corporation,
including attorneys' fees on appeals, if any.

ARTICLE XI - FISCAL MATTERS

DEPOSITORIES: The funds of the Corporation shall be deposited in a bank or

refief. In every such proceeding, the Owner shall be liable for court costs and the
Corporation's reasonable attomeys' fees incuding attoreys’ fees on appeals which

the Corporation elects to enforce its lien by foreclosure, the Owner shall be required to
pay a reasonable rent for his Lot during litigation and the Corporation shall be entitied to
the appointment of a receiver to collect such rent. A suit to collect unpaid assessments

Each Owner shall be liable for the expense of any maintenance, repair or
replacement rendered necessary by his act, neglect or carelessness, or by that of any
member of his family, or his or their guests, employees, agents or lessees, as provided
for by Fiorida law.

ARTICLE I - IDENTITY

The name of this Corporation is INDIAN CREEK PHASE X
HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.

The principal office of the Corporation is af 121 Arrowhead
circle, Jupiter, Florida 33458 or at such other place as may be
designated from time to time by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE I1I - PURPOSE

This Corporation is organized as a Homeowners Association to
exercise all powers granted to it as a Corporation under the laws
of Florida, these Bylaws and the Articles of Incorporation.

ARTICLE 1II - DIRECTORS AND OFFICERS

A.  DIRECTORS

1. The affairs of the Corporation shall be managed by
a Board of Directors, composed of not less than three (3) nor
more than seven (7) persons, as may be determined from time to
time by the Voting Members (as defined in ARTICLE VI herein).

2.  Directors shall be elected by the VotingMembers
at the annual meeting of Members and shall hold office until
their successors are elected and shall qualify (except as to the
£irst Board of Directors, whose members are designated in the
articles of Incorporation, and who shall serve pursuant to the
terms of ARTICLE IX of the Articles of Incorporation).

At least ten (10) days. before the annual meeting,
a complete list of Voting Members together with the residence of
each, shall be prepared by the Secretary. Such list shall be
open at the office of the Corporation for ten (10) days prior to
the election for the examination by any Member and shall be
produced and kept at the time and place of election, subject to
the inspection of any Member who mey be present.

At the first annual meeting of the Members, Direc-
tors shall be elected for a term of one year.

Nomination for election to the Board of Directors
shall be made by a Nominating Committee. Nominations may also be
made from the floor at the annual meeting. The Nominating Com-
mittee shall consist of a Chairman, who shall be a member of the
Board of Directors, and two or more Members of the Corporation.
The Nominating Committee shall be appointed by the Board of

ectors prior to each annual meeting of the Nembers, to serva
from the close of such annual mecting until the close of the next
annual meeting and such appointment shall be announced at each
annual meeting. The Nominating Committee shall make as many
nominations for election to the Board of Directors as it shall in
its discretion determine, but not less than the number of vacan-
cies that are to be filled. Directors shall be Voting Members of
the Corporation except that this provision shall not apply to the
persons designated to be the first Board of Directors by the
Axticles of Incorporation or any successors appointed by Declar—

ant. Election to the Board of Directors shall be by secret
written ballot.
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No Director shall receive or be entitled to any
compensation for his services as Director, but shall be entitled
to reimbursement for all reasonable expenses sustained by him as
such, if incurred upon the authorization of the Board.

OFFICERS

The Officers of the Corporation shall be: a President,
one or more Vice-Presidents, a Secretary and a Treasurer and such
other Officers as the Board of Directors may designate. The
Officers named in the Articles of Incorporation shall serve until
the first reqular meeting of the Board, and at such meeting the
Board shall elect the aforesaid Officers. Officers elected at
the first meeting of the Board shall hold office until the next
ensuing meeting of Directors following the next succeeding anmusl
meeting of Members or until their successors shall have been

elected and qualified, absent resignation, removal or anmy other
xind of vacancy.

C.  RESIGNATION AND VACANCY

Any Director or Officer of the Corporation may resign
at any time by instrument in yriting or by action evidencing an
intent to resign. Resignations shall take effect at the time
specified therein, and if no time is specified, at the time of
receipt by the President or Secretary of the Corporation. The

acceptance of a resignation shall not be necessary to make it
effective.

When a vacancy occurs on the Board, the vacancy shall
be filled by the remaining Directors at their next special or
regular meeting, by electing a person who shall sexrve until the
next annual meeting of Members, at which time a Director will be
elected to complete the remaining portion of the unexpired term.

When a vacancy occurs in an office for any cause before
an Officer's term has expired, the office shall be filled by the
Board at its next meeting by electing a person to serve for the
unexpired term or until a successor has been elected by the Board
and qualified.

D.  EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

The Board of Directors may, by resolution passed by a
majority of the whole Doard, designate an Executive Committee to
consist of three (3) or more Directors which, to the extent
provided in the resolution, shall have and exercise the powers of
the Board of Directors in the management of the business and
affairs of the Corporation, and may have power to authorize the
seal of the Corporation to be afiixed to all papers which may
require it. The Executive Committee shall keep regular minutes
of its proceedings and report the same to the Board when re-
quired. .

ARTICLE IV - POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE CORPORATION AND THE EXER-
CISE THEREOF

The Corporation shall have all power granted to it by law,
the DECLARATION OF COVENANTS AND CONDITIONS to he recorded in the
Official Books and Records of Palm Beach County, (hereinafter
referred to as "Declaration”), the SUBDIVISION RESTRICTIONS to be
recorded in the Officinl Books and Records of Palm Beach County,
(hereinafter referred to as "Restrictions"), and the Articles of
Incoxporation, all of which povers shall be exercised by its
Board of Directors unless the excrcise thereof is othérwise
restricted in the Declaration or Restrictions, the Articles of
Incoxporation, these Bylaws, or by law; and the aforementioned
powers of the Corporation shall include, but not be limited to,
the following with respect to INDIAN CREEK PHASE X:
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(1) A1l of the povers specifically provided for in the
Declaration and Restrictions;

(2) The power to join by appropriate resolution, the
INDIAN CREEK COMMUNITY HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC. and enjoy the
right and benefits of a Corporrate Member thereof;

(3) The power to levy and collect assessments;

(4) The power to levy and collect special assessments
and to promulgate reasonable rules and regulations by the majori.

ty vote of the Board of Directors pursuant to Article VII, 53
berein;

(5) The power to remit moneys collected for the pur-
pose of paying the Corporation's pro rata share of the mainte-
nance expenses of, without limitation, the Community Common Area
and Entrances as defined in the Articles of Incorporation and
Bylaws of the Community Association, Articles of Incorporation of
the Corporation, Declaration, and Restrictions;

(6) The power to enforce by any legal means the provi-
sions of the Declaration, the Restrictions, Articles of Incorpor-
ation, and the Bylaws;

(7) The power to collect delinquent assessments by
suit or otherwise and to suspend the voting rights and right to
use of the Community Common Area of a Member during any period in
which such Member shall be in default in the payment of any
assessment levied by the Corporation or by the INDIAN CREEK
COMMUNITY HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC. Such rights may alsc be
suspended for a period mot to exceed sixty (60) days for infrace
tion of the published rules and regulations for the Commumity
Common Area;

(8) The power to select depositories for the Corpora-
tion funds, and to determine the manmer of receiving, depositing,
and disbursing corporate funds, and the form of check and the
person or persons by whom the same shall be signed, as otherwise
provided by these Bylaws;

(8) The power to exercise for the Corporation all
duties and authority vested in or delegated to this Corporation

and not reserved to the Membership by the Articles of Incorpora-
tion or these Bylaws;

(10) The power to subscribe to and enter into a con-

tract with any person, fimm, corporation or real estate manage-
nent agent of any nature or kind; and

(11) The power to purchase Officers' and Directors'
liability (errors and omissions) insurance and the power to cause
all Officers or employeés having fiscal responsibilities to be
bonded, as the Board may deem to be necessary.

ARTICLE V - DUTIES OF OFFICERS

A.  The President shall:

(1) Act as presiding officer at all meetings of the
Corporation and of the Board of Directors;

(2) call special meetings of the Board of Directors
and of Members;

(3) sign all checks, contracts, promissory notes,
deeds, and other instruments on behalf of the Corporation, except

those' which the Board of Directors specifies may be signed by
other persons;
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(4) Perform all acts and dulies usually requived of an
executive to insure that all orders and resolutions of the Board
of Directors are carried out; and

(5) Appoint committees including but not limited to an
architectural control committee, and to be ex-cfficic member of

2ll committees, and render an annual TCpOrt at the annual meeting
of Members.

B. The Vice-President shall:

(1) Act as presiding officer at all meetings of the
Corporation and of the Board of Directors when the Dresident is
absent;

(2) Perform other acts and duties required of the
President, in the President's absence; and

(3) Perform such other duties as m
him by the Board.

c. Should the President and Vice-President be absent from

any meeting, the Directors shall select from the Board a person
to act as chairman of the meeting.

D. The Secretary shall:

(1) Attend -all regular and special meetings of the
Menbers of the Cozporation and of the Board of Directors and keep

all records and minutes of proceedings thereof or cause the same
to be done;

(2) Have custody of the corporate seal and affik same
when necessary or required; :

(3) Attend to all correspondence on behalf of the

Board of Directors, prepare and- serve notice of meetings, and
keep Membership books;

(4) Perform such other dutics as the Board may deter-
mine and on all occasions in the execution of his duties, act
under the supervision, control and direction of the Board; and

(5) Have custody of the minute book of the meetings of
Directors and Members, which minute book shall at all times be
available at the office of the Corporalion for the information of
Lot Owners or their authorized represcutatives, and act as trans-
fer agent to record transfers, and rugulations in the corporate

books. The Corporation shall retain the minutes for a period of
not less than seven (7) years.

E. The Treasurer shall:

(1) Attend all meetings of the Membership and of the
Board of Directors;

(2) Receive such moneys
hands for the account of the Corporalion, and disburse funds as
may be ordered by the Board, taking proper vouchers for such
disbursements, and be custodian of ull securities, contracts,

leases and other important documents of the Corporation which he
shall keep safely deposited;
