Obedience, Explained!

Disobedience was humanity’s original sin. Conversely, obedience became the instrument of humanity’s reconcili-

ation to God.

Scripture calls man’s submission of his own intellect and will to God, the author of revelation, “the obedience of

faith.” (CCC 143) “To obey in faith is to submit freely to the word that has been heard, because its truth is guaran-
teed by God, who is Truth itself,” we read in the Catechism (CCC 144).

We see perfect obedience shown by Christ amidst his agony in the Garden of Gethsemane. His human will dreads
what will come — “My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from me” — but his divine will, which is never at
odds with his human will, submits to the Truth: “Yet, not as I will, but as you will.” (Matthew 26:39). Despite his
fear, he embraces the divine will for man to be redeemed, and so we say that he was “obedient unto

death.” (Philippians 2:8)
