Be Blessed and Encouraged at our next Magnificat breakfast for 
women, Saturday, May 11, 9:30 AM – 12:30 PM at the Crown Plaza Fort 
Myers Gulf Coast, formerly Holiday Inn Airport. Our speaker, Fernande Ben-
jamin, was born in Canada, where rural life proved very challenging, especial-
ly after the death of her mother when she was only five. Her child-hood was 
influenced by her devout Catholic father and step-mother. Her first three years 

of education were conducted in French. At age eight, Fernande immigrated to the United States, unable to speak a word of 
English. Although she was in third grade in Canada, when she enrolled in classes taught by the Daughters of the Holy Spirit 
Congregation, she was placed in first grade to learn English.  
 
Fernande became a naturalized citizen in 1957, and left home to follow her call to enter religious life. She could not sustain 
the severe regime required, and the Mother Provincial forced her to leave. However, in the novitiate, Fernande developed a 
powerful devotion to the Holy Spirit. Fernande was forced to adjust to her new life. Marriage followed. After being childless 
for six years, the couple adopted two children. Fernande and her husband Ray made a Cursillo. Both began work in prison 
ministry.  
 
They moved to Florida in 1981. Shortly after, Ray was diagnosed with cancer. At that time, they were introduced to the char-
ismatic prayer group. Life in the Spirit seminar followed. Fernande learned how forgiveness is essential for Jesus to set us 
free and journey on in life in freedom. She served in many ministries throughout the years, including the service team for the 
Mother of Mercy Chapter, as one of the founding members. At present, she serves as chairperson for Magnificat greeters.
