Attention All Volunteers  
 

In order to be in compliance with the  standards of 
conduct as outlined by the Diocese of Venice, and in 
order for the parish to receive the seal of approval 
from outside inspectors/auditors, Safe Environment 
Training is required for ALL volunteers of the parish. 
 
 

All  ministries, all groups, all clubs, all organizations, 
all teachers and anyone who volunteers in any capaci-
ty on the Church property, as well as those who volun-
teer off the property (i.e. hospitals, nursing homes, 
private homes, etc.) MUST be certified in Safe Envi-
ronment. The Safe Environment Training session will 
be provided at no cost to our volunteers. Call the par-
ish office for details in registering for the online class.
