Our facility has a lodge, camping
trailer area, a picnic area, and a
twelve acre fishing lake. The lodge
has a large meeting room, bath-
rooms with showers, and a kitchen.
It also houses quarters for our care-
taker family, who live full time on the property.

Our scenic “parklike” setting 1s so tranquil you
won’t believe you are only minutes from
Gwinnett Place Mall. Located in the center of
our property are twelve acres of the best fish-
ing in the state. Nutrients are regularly added
to produce an extraordinarily healthy fish pop-
ulation. Giant bass up to ten lbs. are often
caught and generally released to provide sport
for the next angler. The small bass are so abun-
dant that no limit is imposed on those less than
twelve inches long.

The “King” fish in our lake 1s
the Blue Gill. Our average
bream is over ten inches long
and weighs three-quarters of
a pound. Our members regu-
larly delight in large catches
of this tasty fish.

The organization has several boats and canoes
available for use by all members. The camp-
ground has water and electric hookups. There
are docks for swimming as well as fishing. Our
picnic area is located lakeside among a grove of
trees. The view from this area is beautiful. The
large barbecue pit is located there under an
open-sided shelter and is used for regularly
scheduled cookouts during the summer as well
as private parties.
