Argon, often referred to as "liquid gold," is a nutrient-rich oil extracted from the kernels of the argan tree, native to Morocco. It is known for its deep hydration, skin elasticity improvement, reduction of fine lines and wrinkles, and soothing of inflammatory skin conditions. Argon oil is suitable for all skin types and can be used in various forms, including creams, serums, and as a final step in the skincare routine. It is rich in antioxidants, fatty acids, and vitamin E, which contribute to its numerous benefits for the skin.
Avocado

Coconut Oil 76° 
Coconut oil is rich in lauric acid and is liquid at temperatures above 76°F. It is popular in both cold and hot process soap making because it produces a wonderful lather. The oil is all natural, pressed and solvent extracted, with no traces of hexane remaining.
Coconut Oil Fractionated (MCT Oil) 
Fractionated coconut oil is a non-greasy oil that is easily absorbed by the skin. It serves as an excellent emollient, providing a smooth and silky feel to products. It is considered an excellent base for massage oils. This oil is all natural, expeller pressed and then hydrogenated to obtain the fractional component. No traces of hexane remain.
Grapeseed 
Grapeseed oil is lightweight and high in vitamins, minerals, and polyunsaturated fatty acids. It is believed to help preserve the natural moisture in aging skin and easily penetrates the skin. The oil is all natural and expeller pressed.
Jojoba Clear 
Jojoba clear is not technically an oil but a collection of wax esters. It moisturizes the skin and provides a soft, silky feel. The pomace oil is solvent extracted, while the oil portion is warm pressed and refined without solvents. The oil is all natural.
Palm 
Palm oil is a vegetable oil extracted from the fruit of the oil palm tree, both from the pulp (palm oil) and the kernel (palm kernel oil). It is the largest natural source of tocotrienol, a member of the vitamin E family. Palm oil produces a big, fluffy lather and is all natural, expeller pressed, and solvent extracted with no traces of hexane.
Safflower 
Safflower oil is high in linoleic acid, which helps moisturize, nourish, and restructure the skin. It is all natural and cold pressed.
Soybean 
Soybean oil is ideal as a massage oil or as a carrier for treatment products. It allows for the infusion of lipids to hydrate and protect skin cells, replenishes the lipid barrier, and helps retain the skin's natural moisture while softening dry, chafed, and damaged skin. The oil is all natural and cold pressed.
