1. A contract is contingent upon release of funds from the TWDB.
1. Any contract or contracts awarded under this Invitation for Bids are expected to be funded in part by financial assistance from the Texas Water Development Board and shall be referred to as Project #21814.  Neither the State of Texas nor any of its departments, agencies, or employees is or will be a party to this Invitation for Bids or any resulting contract.
1. This project is subject to United States Iron and Steel requirements, required in Texas Water Code § 17.183 and/or Texas Government Code, Chapter 2252, Subchapter G, as amended by SB 1289, 85TH Legislative Session, as applicable.
1. Cashier’s check, or an acceptable Bidder’s Bond payable to Greater Texoma Utility Authority on behalf of White Shed Water Supply Corporation (Owner), in an amount of not less than five percent (5%) of the largest possible total for the bid submitted, must accompany the bid.
1. The bidder will complete form TWDB-0459, Vendor Compliance with Reciprocity on Non-Resident Bidders, which must be submitted with the bid.
1. Bonds:
Payment Bond (Water Code Sec 17.183) Bond in a penal sum of not less than 100 percent of the contract price and remain in effect for one year beyond the date of approval by the engineer of the political subdivision. This language must be included in the body of the bond. (must be a penal sum form.)
Performance Bond (Water Code Sec 17.183) Bond in a penal sum of not less than 100 percent of the contract price and remain in effect for one year beyond the date of approval by the engineer of the political subdivision. This language must be included in the body of the bond (must be a penal sum form.) and shall include without limitation guarantees that work done under the contract will be completed and performed according to approved plans and specifications and in accordance with sound construction principles and practices. 
Maintenance Bond: A Maintenance Bond covering defects in materials and workmanship shall be provided for a period of two (2) years following the District’s approval and acceptance of the construction.
Greater Texoma Utility Authority/White Shed WSC reserves the right to reject any or all bids and waive any or all irregularities.  No bid may be withdrawn until the expiration of sixty (60) days from the date bids are opened.
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
