Exact contents vary, but every box includes cereals, juices, proteins, peanut butter or dry 
beans, milk, grains, canned fruits and vegetables, and 2 pounds of cheese. Find Senior 
Programs distributions near you using the Find Food Now tool and the "Senior Programs" 
filter. Click on the organization's name to see if they offer H.O.P.E. or
C.S.F.P. Be sure to verify the distribution day and time on the CSFP calendar before going.

Reduce hunger among low-income seniors age 60 and older by providing them with free 
monthly distributions of nutritious food.  Each month, HOPE clients receive 15-20 pounds of 
shelf-stable grocery items to supplement their diets.
The Caring Place distributes HOPE to those eligible people living in our service area.  A short 
application is required annually to participate in this age and income or crisis based 
program.  Self-declaration of name, address, number in family, age and basis for eligibility 
(income/crisis) is needed.  This program is made available through our partnership with 
Central Texas Food Bank (CTFB) in Austin.  Please call 512-943-0700 for participation 
information at The Caring Place.

SNAP food benefits are put on a Lone Star Card and can be used like a debit card at any 
store that accepts SNAP.
Households in which all members are either older adults (age 60 and older) or people with 
disabilities are eligible to participate in the Texas Simplified Application Project (TSAP), 
which makes the SNAP application process easier and provides three years of benefits at a 
time instead of six months.

250% of the federal poverty line. Funding for services may be available through multiple 
sources; our Intake Specialist will provide assistance in identifying payment options.

Provides 9 to 10 non perishable meals for school aged children to take home over the 
weekend and summer months.  Georgetown Independent School District students in grades 
K - 12, whose family income qualifies them for the National School Breakfast and Lunch
