PRELUDE

SERVICE OF HOLY BAPTISM

In baptism our gracious heavenly Father frees us from sin and death by joining us to the death
and resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. We are born children of a fallen humanity; by water
and the Holy Spirit we are reborn children of God and made members of the church, the body
of Christ.

I believe in Jesus Christ, God’s only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit,
born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was bur-
ied; he descended to the dead.* On the third day he rose again; he ascended into heaven,
he is seated at the right hand of the Father, and he will come to judge the living and the
dead.

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic church, the communion of saints, the for-
giveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting.

For by the grace given
to me I say to everyone among you not to think of yourself more highly than you ought to
think, but to think with sober judgment, each according to the measure of faith that God has
ass1gned For as in one body we have many members, and not all the members have the same
function, ° s0 we, who are many, are one body in Chrlst and individually we are members one
of another We have gifts that differ accordlng to the grace given to us: prophecy, in proportlon
to faith; 'ministry, in ministering; the teacher, in teaching; “the exhorter, in exhortation; the giv-
er, in generosity; the leader, in diligence; the compassionate, in cheerfulness.

7And
Jesus answered him, “Blessed are you, Simon son of Jonah! For flesh and blood has not re-
vealed this to you, but my Father in heaven. '®*And I tell you, you are Peter, and on this rock I
will build my church, and the gates of Hades will not prevail against it. "’I will give you the
keys of the kingdom of heaven, and whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and
whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven.” **Then he sternly ordered the disciples
not to tell anyone that he was the Messiah.
