Lenten Contemplative Prayer Class

Have you felt a hunger for a deeper prayer life with God? Are you interested in learning an ancient
prayer practice that is spreading faster today than ever before? Have you realized that you don’t
yearn for more head knowledge about God but rather a deeper heart relationship with God at the
center of one’s life? If so, then you are invited to participate in an eight week course taught during
Sunday School at Mt. Tabor starting February 15™. These classes will be taught by retired Bishop
Herman Yoos who is a certified Spiritual Director and Dr. Andres Leone who recently published his
first book on Contemplative Prayer entitled, Enter the Temple of Silence.

As part of these classes there will be assigned readings from the book, Open Mind, Open Heart, by

Thomas Keating (20™anniversary edition) available at most bookstores, and weekly readings in class
of original material from Pastor Yoos and Dr. Leone. In addition to exploring how and why this
method of silent meditative prayer is so helpful amid our noisy 24 hour a day world, we will also
have the opportunity to practice what we are learning.
