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INTRODUCTION

When we say God is the triune God, we are saying something about who God is beyond, before, and
after the universe: that there is community within God. Our experience of this is reflected in Paul’s
words today. When we pray to God as Jesus prayed to his Abba (an everyday, intimate parental
address), the Spirit prays within us, creating between us and God the same relationship Jesus has with
the one who sent him.

FOR FURTHER STUDY

FIRST READING: Isaiah 6:1-8

This reading narrates Isaiah’s vision of the Lord surrounded by angels. They sing “Holy, holy, holy,” a song the
church sings at the beginning of the great thanksgiving. This liturgical text invites the church and all creation to
sing in praise of God’s glory. That glory is God’s mercy toward sinners.
'In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lofty; and the hem of
his robe filled the temple. “Seraphs were in attendance above him; each had six wings: with two
they covered their faces, and with two they covered their feet, and with two they flew. *And one
called to another and said:

“Holy, holy, holy is the LorD of hosts;

the whole earth is full of his glory.”
“The pivots on the thresholds shook at the voices of those who called, and the house filled with
smoke. “And I said: “Woe is me! I am lost, for I am a man of unclean lips, and I live among a
people of wunclean lips; yet my eyes have seen the King, the LorRD of hosts!”

SThen one of the seraphs flew to me, holding a live coal that had been taken from the altar with a
pair of tongs. 'The seraph touched my mouth with it and said: “Now that this has touched your lips,
your guilt has departed and your sin is blotted out.” *Then I heard the voice of the Lord saying,
“Whom shall I send, and who will go for us?”” And I said, “Here am I; send me!”
