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From Our Vicar 
 

 Standing at the starting line, I wait to hear the shot that will signal that it’s time to begin. 
Surrounded by others who also wait – most much younger than me – the anxiety hangs in the air 
like a heavy fog, limiting our sight allowing only a vague glimpse of the path that lies ahead. None-
theless, we are eager to get started. We are eager to dip our toes into the waters of internship - ea-
ger to put the training of the last three years to use.  Eager to prove that all the weeping and 
gnashing of teeth that accompanied the all too frequent late nights as we labored to meet the rig-
orous demands of our professors was worthwhile. All of us eager to cautiously dip our toes into 
unfamiliar waters testing the temperature before immersing our bodies completely. Then, finally we 
hear the sound of the gun and we are off – running in all different directions! 
 Such are the thoughts of a rising intern. Together with the excitement of finally getting the 
opportunity to put all that we have learned into practice, comes anxiety. Add to this, the fact that 
we began a journey to a place foreign to us during a pandemic and the anxiety multiplies. We dig 
deep to find the confidence that must be there somewhere!  I cannot speak for the other interns 
with whom I began this journey, but as for me - I need not have worried. I have been at Mt. Tabor 
for two months now.
