You have it right if you guessed that Sunday morning is the 
biggest consumer of electricity. The sanctuary’s heating/cooling 
and lights will be carefully monitored to reduce power usage so 
don’t be surprised if the lights are not at full power until right before 
the service begins. We promise not to freeze or boil you but the 
heating/cooling will be carefully watched. 

The Welcome Center and the foyer bathrooms also have a 
good appetite for electricity so PLEASE be sure to give attention to 
the amount of heating/cooling you use, and turn off the lights when 
not in use. We often find the heating/cooling units on full blast and 
the lights on in empty bathrooms.
