Since 1996, Organisation for Community Development
(OCD) has been working with indigenous women from the
Mukkuvar coastal community in Tamil Nadu to help them
generate sustainable sources of income. Women in the
Mukkuvar community live in absolute poverty. Head load
fish vendors (that is, women who sell fish that they carry in
baskets on their heads) are often widows, or women who
have husbands struggling with addiction or chronic illness.
They are forced to engage in difficult head load fish vending
work and become trapped in perpetual debt slavery while
suffering discrimination. The women are in most cases the
sole earning member of the family. They are commonly
denied proper education, healthcare, gender-related rights
and are deprived of opportunities for social and economic
development. The focus of OCD is to help them achieve
their rights, provide them with sustainable livelihoods, help
them find solutions to their livelihood related problems
and facilitate community based organizations for self-
development.

Partnering with ACWW, OCD will work to alleviate some
of the strain on 240 women in these villages by providing
clean, accessible water through the drilling of boreholes,
which allows for the construction of overhead water
tanks. These will serve 30 houses in each village, reducing
the burden of water collection and purifying that falls
disproportionately on women.

Voice for Change was created in 2014 out of a need

to address gender-based violence in Jiwaka Province,
Papua New Guinea.

They work to prevent violence by engaging
with women’s human rights defenders, teaching the
members of the community about gender issues, and
working with men to teach them about conflict resolution
and relationships.

Voice for Change also works to empower women through
education and providing economic opportunities.

However, severe weather exacerbated by climate change
have caused droughts that bring about food shortages,
along with unpredictable weather events that cause damage
to infrastructure.
