ACWW 
uses its knowledge and experience, combined with the 
extraordinary expertise of local women who know best 
what their communities need, to develop projects that 
lead to whole community transformation. We fund 
projects that address three priorities: 

ACWW was founded to share the experiences of 
women in rural communities around the world. We 
hold Consultative Status with the United Nations and its 
agencies, giving us access to international systems and 
many governments. To be effective, we need to hear 
from our members about the realities of their lives.
