Scholarship deadline March 15 

 The Wolf River Builders Association Scholarship 
offers a yearly scholarship presented to a 
student/students continuing their education in a 
building-associated trade.  

●​ Eligibility: The student must be at least a senior in 
high school and be in good standing with the 
school. The student must also be a legal resident 
of either Shawano, Oconto or Menominee 
counties and be enrolled in a construction 
technology program or a related construction field 
of study. Past recipients are eligible.  

●​ Criteria: Each student will be judged according to 
academic achievement, prior work experience in 
the area of construction technology, 
recommendations by faculty and employers and 
specific career objectives  

●​ Selection: Applications must be submitted to the 
Wolf River Builders Association by March 15. The 
announcement of the winning candidate(s) will 
occur by April 30.
