In partnership with On3 Field Learning, the
Wisconsin Builders Foundation offers a 4-credit
online course that will satisfy the new continuing
education requirements for Dwelling Contractor
Qualifiers.

Due to a recent law change, anyone renewing
their DCQ credential will be required four of the 12
required credits in subject matter that includes
construction laws and codes and contracts, liability,
and risk management.
