Boat Owner(s) and Point Judith Yacht Club (hereafter referred to as 'PJYC' agree to following:
It is hereby agreed between the above named Boat Owner (s) and PJYC that the PYJC will furnish a
boat slip at PJYC.  The finger pier fee is: $ 75 per foot.  Pole slips$ 970.

· Boat Owners are responsible for their own actions and the actions of their crew, guests, family and contractors.
· The boat owner(s) is solely responsible for damages that he/she may cause to self or PJYC property and to other persons and property either inflicted by him/her or by actions of his/her boat crew, guests, agents and contractors.
· The Boat Owner(s) agrees to maintain his/her boat in seaworthy condition at all times.
· Insurance is NOT carried by PJYC on any boat in a slip or at dockage or any of the owner 's property. Dockage therefore, is accepted at the sole risk of the owner (s), and owner (s) thereby releases PJYC from any and all claims for loss or damage.
· The Boat Owner(s) agrees to keep his/her berth free of hazardous gear.
· The Boat owner(s) agrees to have no open flames, or to use any hazardous or flammable materials when on the dock or in
his/her berth.
· The Boat Owner(s) agrees to operate his/her boat in a safe manner while entering or leaving the dock area.
· The Boat Owner agrees to secure his/her boat in a safe manner, using a bowline, a stem line and two spring lines fore and
aft. An additional line should be secured on the main dock opposite the finger pier. Appropriate size lines should be used for securing. At the discretion of the dock master he/she may require the use of heavier line. PJYC assumes no responsibility for the safe securing of boats and the Boat Owner(s) is solely responsible.
· o one is permitted to disconnect the electrical supply to any other boat unless the owner gives permission. All electrical
lines shall be used in a safe manner and shall not present a hazard on the docks.
· All water hoses shall be stowed in a safe and orderly manner so as not to obstruct passage on the dock or cause a hazard.
· The Boat Owner shall provide proof of insurance for liability of at least $300,000, naming the PJYC as a additional interest include it with this contract to the PJYC.
· The Boat Owner(s) agrees that in the event of an emergency y, such as a storm, etc., extra lines may be placed on his/her
boat: His/her boat may be pumped : or any other measures may be taken to further the safety of his/her boat or other boat and docks. PJYC assumes no responsibility or obligation to perform such services, and the Boat Owner(s) accepts and agrees to pay for such emergency measures that are taken. The PJYC reserves the right to shut off power without notice in the event of an emergency.
· Boat Owners agree to secure their boat in such a manner that their bow does not obstruct safe passage on the docks.
· All Boat Owners agree to help implement transient dockage policies and procedures, and to help maintain the docks and area in a safe condition.
PJYC does not employ paid officers or members. It is not implied that the dock master or anyone else owes you a service. Your cooperation is necessary to make this club a success.  All members assigned a dock slip must maintain a minimum of ten (10) points each season in order to keep said slip.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1] Boating Season The" boating season" shall be defined as that period of time running from the first Saturday in April "club opening" to the first Saturday in November "club closing”.
2] INSTALLMENTS.  If a Member does not make dockage installments when due, the dockage contracts shall become null and void.
3] Cancellation/Refund.
Deposit and Payment are nonrefundable unless PJYC can lease Dockage for the remaining of boating season. Reimbursement is done on a Pro Rated bases. A fee will be charged, $150 for finger piers and $80 for pole slips.
4] INDEMNITY. Owner agrees indemnity, defend and hold harmless, the PJYC its officers, from and against any and all claims, demands, lawsuits causes and action , penalties [ civil or criminal  ], judgments and/or liens that may be asserted by anyone or any entity [ private or public ] due to loss damage, or injury to persons or property .
5] INFRACTIONS. Any infractions of the rules and provisions of this contract may be cause for PJYC to terminate this contract and prevent an owner from obtaining a slip in subsequent years. Members removed from dockage, due to rules infractions, are not eligible to receive a dockage refund.
Payments:
Due on Sept. 15th    -
10% of total dockage fee with PJYC CONTRACT
Due on Nov.   1st

40% of total dockage fee
Due on Mar. 31st
-
50% of total dockage fee with BOAT INSURANCE Reservations to reserve dockage for the following year, this contract must be signed and submitted to PJYC Dock master along with a nonrefundable deposit of 10% of the total dockage fee. If this payment is not received by said date, slip will be deemed open for assignment.
Before any vessel can occupy an assigned slip, PJYC must have received all payments due, copies of insurance coverage and Dock Contract.  No exceptions on this to be taken. Dock assigned slip will be posted in April "Club Opening".
