PJYC Dinghy Policy
Dinghies are defined as small watercraft, maximum length of 13 ft., does not include jet skis, kayaks, and other personal watercraft. These policies and procedures apply only to dinghies and no other PJYC dock operations.

1. All dinghies docked/stored at PJYC must comply with all current RIDEM regulations.

2. All dinghies assigned annually with PJYC must have a sticker provided by PJYC and must be displayed on the dinghy.

3. Dinghy fees: storage on/at docks is $225 and clubhouse porch storage is $100 annually. These fees are invoiced and due annually by May 15th in 2023 and with annual membership invoicing the following year.

4. All dinghies must be docked/stored only in the assigned dinghy locations.

5. Members may not co-locate a dinghy in their assigned boat slip.
6. If necessary PJYC will develop and implement a dinghy wait list if registration for on/at dock or dry storage exceeds capacity.

7. Dinghy assigned spaces are not transferable to other PJYC members.

8. To the extent possible, all dinghies stored and docked shall be operated in a fashion that does not block or otherwise prohibit other dinghies from entering their assigned space.

9. Temporary or transient use of dinghy space is available as vacant space allows. There are two assigned locations specified for temporary or transient use (less than 4 hours).

10. PYJC is not responsible for any loss or theft of dinghies, outboard motors or any other personal property.

11. PJYC reserves the right to alter or amend this policy in accordance with PJYC By-Laws.

12. PJYC members in violation of any provisions of these policies and procedures are subject to the actions in the PJYC By-Laws.
